June 18, 2007
The regular session the Goldendale City Council was called to order by Mayor Mark Sigfrinius on Monday, June 18, 2007 at 7:00 PM in Council Chambers.

A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Hoctor to excuse Councilmember Cuff as he is out of town and Councilmember Johnston as he is ill.  Motion Carried Unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING:

Urban Growth Boundary

City Administrator Larry Bellamy introduced Cal Jordan who has been hired to review and consult with the City of Goldendale on the Urban Growth Boundary changes that are being considered.

Mr. Jordan presented survey information on the community, maps of the proposed boundary area, and a draft proposal of the Critical Areas Ordinance.  There were many questions and comments from the public on the issue.  Mr. Jordan made it clear this is all still in the planning stages and City Hall would still like to hear comments from the public as well as any ideas about the Critical Areas and Urban Growth Boundary.

The public hearing closed at 7:43 p.m.

AGENDA AMENDMENT:
A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Balcom to amend the agenda to include the Goldendale Jaycees request under Council Business.  Motion Carried Unanimously.
CONSENT AGENDA:

A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Hoctor to approve the consent agenda consisting of the minutes for June 4, 2007 and, Claims Warrants #25122-25177 in the amount of $354,449.56, and Payroll Warrants #26489-26538 in the amount of $90,689.27 for payroll ending May 31, 2007.   Motion Carried Unanimously.
DEPARTMENT REPORTS:

Howard Scartozzi, Chief GFD reviewed with Council recent activities of the Goldendale Fire Department noting that the fire department will be sending out newsletters in the future as a way of updating everyone on departmental information and activities.
Chief Scartozzi stated that trainings are being well attended, tours of the fire hall by many of the local youth groups have increased, two new volunteer firefighters have signed up, and Bret Tremble has been appointed to handle the Junior Volunteer Firefighter Program.

Rick Johnson, Chief GPD informed Council that the park restrooms had been vandalized again, during the day, so trying to lock the restrooms at dusk to prevent vandalism is not going to work.

Two police cars have went down.  The City mechanic is trying to get them running but we could have some issues between now and when the new vehicles arrive.

Officer Chris Wyzykowski is in the academy and during that time a few of his shifts will be filled in by Brandon Walter who is both a reserve and an employee of the Public Works Department.  

There will be a Domestic Violence Grant meeting that is open to the public on June 21 at 10:00 in the City Council Chambers.
Dave Griffin, PWD noted the there is still snow pack in the watershed.  Draining of the lower reservoir is still happening and will be down about a week for repairs.

The City has had a few complaints on the skate park needing repairs.  Director Griffin said he spoke with the company and they will be down the 2-3 week of July to make all necessary repairs.

COUNCIL BUSINESS:

Goldendale Jaycees

Ken Young with the Goldendale Jaycees presented a request to sell state approved fireworks June 30th through July 4th for Independence Day holiday.  It was noted that insurance has been obtained and the City of Goldendale is listed as is required on the insurance documentation.  The fireworks would be sold at the American Legion property.

A motion by Councilmember Hoctor, seconded by Councilmember Balcom  to allow the Goldendale Jaycees to sell fireworks June 30th thru July 4th at the American Legion property.  Motion Carried Unanimously.


Connection Fee Ordinance

City Administrator Larry Bellamy addressed Council with a proposed Connection Fee Ordinance noting that the new ordinance is upon recommendation of the resource development committee.  The proposal is to increase both water and sewer connection charge to $2000.00 each.  For a water service less than 2”, the water connection fee/system development charge includes the cost of the meter installation.  In addition, the person requesting connection must have a water meter installed within 2 years.

Councilmember Balcom asked if “obligation of costs” is met by these fees or are the fees to help defray all costs.  City Administrator Bellamy said an analysis would need to be done to make an accurate determination and answer that question.

A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Abbott to adopt this proposed ordinance for its first reading.  Motion Carried Unanimously.

Sidewalk Obstruction

Several community members have expressed concern about allowing businesses to display merchandise on the cities right-of-way which includes sidewalks.  This proposal would not preclude the application for permits for special events.  City Administrator Bellamy thanked Earlene Sullivan for her assistance on amending this ordinance.

Dennis Goodrich, owner of Goody’s, spoke against incorporating any changes to the existing ordinance noting if he can’t show his wares to bring in business then his sales would be hurt.  Mr. Goodrich asked just how restrictive the ordinance is going to be since newspaper boxes, UPS boxes, mail collection devices, etc are all within the City’s right-of-way.  Mr. Goodrich also asked about obtaining event permits to display his wares and the City Clerk fielded those questions noting that a vendor and farmer market situation for a specified period of time is vastly different than a daily display of wares.
A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Abbott to adopt this ordinance for its first reading.  Motion Carried Unanimously.

Civil Infractions

It is proposed that this civil infraction ordinance apply to and allow for the issuance of citations for various code enforcement activities.  The monetary penalties for civil infractions will follow the State fee schedule.  This ordinance gives the City an additional tool for enforcement of our codes.


Councilmember Hoctor requested that the penalty section be changed to reflect that the rates are tied to the State rate.  Chief Johnson noted that the section which notes a penalty for not signing a ticket, is no longer valid.  Due to changes and the new E-ticket guidelines, it is no long an infraction for a ticket to not be signed.

City Administrator Bellamy indicated the questioned changes would be made in preparation for the 2nd reading and pending approval.

A motion by Councilmember Balcom, seconded by Councilmember Montanye to adopt this ordinance for its first reading.  Motion Carried Unanimously.

Health
REPORT OF MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR & COUNCILMEMBERS: 
Councilmember Abbott: Thanked the police for checking businesses.
City Administrator Larry Bellamy:  Noted the website is almost complete and the City is looking at putting the municipal code on line as well.
PUBLIC COMMENT:
Kit Tallman, 379 Pipeline Rd, Goldendale thanked the City for its support of the KVH employees during the labor negotiation issues stating an agreement had been reached and she believes it is fair and equitable to all parties.
Bob Yoseley, POB 1600, Goldendale thanked Goldendale for the opportunity to review information on the Urban Growth Boundary and Critical Areas.
Mayor Sigfrinius stated that an executive session has been scheduled and requested a motion to move into that session.

A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Hoctor to adjourn to executive session for personnel issues.  Motion Carried Unanimously.

Council reconvened at 9:58 from executive session with no decisions having been made.  A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Hoctor to continue the executive session, due to the necessity for further information, on Monday, June 25, 2007, at 7:00 p.m. in Council Chambers.  Motion Carried Unanimously.
