REGULAR MEETING

August 20, 2007
The regular session the Goldendale City Council was called to order by Mayor Mark Sigfrinius on Monday, August 20, 2007 at 7:00 PM in Council Chambers.

A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Abbott to excuse Councilmember Cuff as he is out of town.  Motion Carried Unanimously.
CONSENT AGENDA:

A request was made by Councilmember Hoctor to pull Claims Warrant #25372, payable to Crestline Construction for work completed on Whitney Drive as part of the Hoodview Estates project, before approving the consent agenda.  After discussion it was decided to include and approve the warrant as part of the consent agenda however, a stern request was made by Council for Administrative staff to follow all accounting procedures and bring forward any expenditure for pre-approval on capital expenditures.  

A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Hoctor to approve the consent agenda consisting of the minutes for August 6, 2007 and, Claims Warrants #25353-25406  in the amount of $59,121.22, and Payroll Warrants #26728-26777 in the amount of $88,579.01 for payroll ending July 31, 2007.   Motion Carried Unanimously.
PRESENTATIONS:


Sterling Savings Bank

Liz Enos and Barbara Cosner with Sterling Savings Bank presented information on their financial institution and the services available to the City of Goldendale.  Packets of information were provided for each Councilmember with a request to review the services that could be provided and associated costs.


State Farm Insurance 


Mike Cole with State Farm Insurance presented a check to the Chief of Police as a donation to the “Every 15 Minute Program.”  This program is handled by the Goldendale Police Department with assistance from other law enforcement agencies, and the Goldendale School District.  Every 15 Minutes, is a useful tool in teaching teens the about drinking, drugs and driving while under the influence of controlled substances.


The donation to the Every 15 Minutes program was in the amount of $2,500.00

DEPARTMENT REPORTS:


Chief Johnson informed Council that the new police vehicles have been received and are scheduled for the equipment to be installed the first week of September.


The investigation of the robbery at KC Pharmacy lead to 1 arrest.  The arrest and subsequent questioning lead to leads in 5 other cases.  Adults were or are involved in all the cases.


Chief Johnson met with Mark Hyde the new Goldendale School District Superintendent.  The school district is looking forward to working with the Goldendale Police, they are interested in the SRO program and will look into ways to help fund the SRO program.  It was also stated that the school will be having the “drug dog” go through the schools once a month for random searches of controlled substances.

Lastly, Chief Johnson noted that Klickitat County and the City will be meeting to discuss the hospital billing issues for prisoner care.

COUNCIL BUSINESS:

Special Attorney Services

City Administrator, Larry Bellamy provided Council with a contract for review on Legal Services with an attorney who specializes in water right situations.  At the June 4th Council meeting, the council heard a presentation from ICON West regarding plans for development in and around the City of Goldendale.  They also indicated their desire to pursue a relationship with the City to provide water to their development.  The council gave concurrence to investigate the potential of a water rights transfer to and through the City.  Over the last few weeks, the developer and a water rights holder have drafted agreements to purchase and transfer water rights to the city.  Agreements have been drafted and are in need of review.  Menke Jackson recommends that the city hire an attorney with water rights expertise.  Adam Gravely of Gordon Derr was recommended.  ICON West has agreed to contribute one-half of the legal costs for this attorney.  The initial estimated cost for legal services is $10,000.00


As per Council, one of the issues to be addressed was a meeting with Dept. of Ecology regarding the ability to transfer water rights and the feasibility of said transfer.  Mr. Bellamy told Council that the DOE representative said that transfer to the City looks good and the project proposal as a whole looks good.  The only real concern was how the transfer would impact instream flow.  Mr. Bellamy noted that a couple of representatives with DOE were walking the river to determine if any impact would occur.

Dan Gunkel with BRD spoke briefly and addressed the need to keep any water rights within the community so that they do not get lost to perpetuity; we need to conserve the rights when we can.  He felt the risk revenue to the eventual gain was minimal.

A motion by Councilmember Hoctor, seconded by Councilmember Abbott to authorize the Mayor to execute the limited scope contract with Adam Gravely of Gordon Derr, Attorneys at Law, not to exceed $10,000.00 with $5,000.00 being paid by ICON West.  Motion Carried Unanimously.


McGowan Loan

A motion by Councilmember Hoctor, seconded by Councilmember Montanye to authorize the Mayor to execute the necessary loan documents for an economic development mini-loan to Matt and Maren McGowan in the amount of $6,342.50 payable at 7.25% interest over a 3 year period.  Motion Carried Unanimously.


Multi-Jurisdictional Law Enforcement Agreement
A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Johnston to authorize the Mayor to execute the Multi-Jurisdictional Law Enforcement Mutual Assistance Agreement.  Motion Carried Unanimously.


Rescission Agreement on John Deere Mower
A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Johnston to authorize the Mayor to execute the Rescission Agreement with RDO Equipment Co. on the John Deere Mower.  Motion Carried Unanimously.
Health
REPORT OF MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR & COUNCILMEMBERS: 
Councilmember Balcom asked about a mailer that was received by Council requesting financial assistance for Rural Fire #7.  It was decided that Rural would be asked to present their request at a future Council meeting.

Councilmember Montanye inquired on the status of annexations.  Mr. Bellamy noted that he had passed around to council a memo on the status of various projects and requests for work. Mr. Bellamy said he would review with Council under his report.

Councilmember Eaton inquired about the Post Office property and who was responsible for its upkeep.   
City Administrator Larry Bellamy presented a memo to Council on the projects and work requests being handled by administration.  He also noted to Council that the tickets for Civil Infractions had been ordered and hoped that would help with the nuisance issues the City has.
Clerk Treasurer, Tracy Hansen requested that a budget committee meeting be set.  It was decided the committee would meet on August 30, in council chambers, at 6:30 p.m.  Chief Johnson noted he would not be present until 7:00.
A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Johnston to adjourn to the regular meeting of Council.  Motion Carried Unanimously.
