REGULAR MEETING

December 17, 2007

The regular session the Goldendale City Council was called to order by Mayor Mark Sigfrinius on Monday, December 17, 2007 at 7:00 PM in Council Chambers.

A motion by Councilmember Hoctor, seconded by Councilmember Montanye to amend the agenda by removing agenda items E 1&2, adding Terence Atkins and allowing for an Executive Session on Personnel Issue.  Motion Carried Unanimously.

CONSENT AGENDA:

A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Hoctor to approve the consent agenda consisting of the minutes for December 3, 2007 and, Claims Warrants #25739-25782 in the amount of $49,345.83, and Payroll Warrants #27150-27198 in the amount of $83,650.89 for payroll ending November 30, 2007.   Motion Carried Unanimously.

PRESENTATIONS:


Takashi Atkins on behalf of Terrence Atkins  reviewed with Council his fathers’ request for water hookups because they would like to do a 4-piece subdivision in 2008 and in 2009 an additional 4 parcel, 5 acre each, subdivision.  It was noted that no farmland is being used it is all scrub land.  Council voiced a number of issues on providing water to said subdivision and requested that the Water Committee review this issue and bring comments/recommendations after meeting.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS:


Chief Johnson told Council that the Santa Cop Program had received donations of approximately $2,000.00 and the donations would provide approximately 100 children with Christmas gifts.  He and his officers would be wrapping and delivering the gifts.


Reported cases since the last meeting were 101; and the PUD had theft of wire that totaled approximately $10,000.00.


The Chief noted he would be attending the Bingen City Council meeting to present the MOU for Animal Control Services.  It was stated that the County is still planning on participating but that MOU is not complete as yet.


Keith Grundei reviewed work on West Court Street that has been completed; the industrial park sign has been installed; and finally reviewed with Council his request to purchase “trenching shields” for his crew.  Mr. Grundei noted that law requires trenching shields and currently the City does not have any.  He found the type he would like to purchase and reviewed the item with his crew and what they chose would cost $4,510.57.  Mr. Grundei requested concurrence from Council to make this purchase.  Concurrence was given.

COUNCIL BUSINESS:


Prosecuting Attorney Contract

The proposed 2008 Prosecuting Attorney Contract and letters from L. Eugene Hanson were reviewed by Council.  Councilmember Cuff stated he felt the increase of $500.00 was not necessary and that each year from here on out would be requested.  Clerk/Treasurer Tracy Hansen spoke to the questions of cost noting that she had contacted East District Court and in fact procedural items had changed in 2007 requiring more hours, supplies, and incidental costs.  These changes were through no control of any attorneys, likewise she had also contacted other attorney’s and in fact these changes have increased costs for everyone. 


Questions arose on the caseload of the Prosecuting Attorney and should we compare years and cases from those years.  Again Clerk/Treasurer Hansen spoke stating that would be unfair because of the changes that have taken place.  Anytime changes occur which create more costs those costs get passed on.  The $500.00 increase is a direct result of those changes.

A motion by Councilmember Hoctor, seconded by Councilmember Johnston to authorize the Mayor to execute the 2008 Prosecuting Attorney Contract with L. Eugene Hanson.  Motion Carried Unanimously.


Paul Gregg Farm Lease

Mr. Gregg was present to review the lease documents with Council.  He stated that there are no up front costs to the City, seed is becoming quite “pricey” and he pays all costs associated with farming the land; further, he believes $2,000.00 a year lease is equitable would ask Council to approve for both the 2008 and 2009 years.

A motion by Councilmember Hoctor, seconded by Councilmember Balcom to approve the 2008 Farm Lease with Paul Gregg for $2,000.00 a year and extend same lease and cost for the 2009 year.  Motion Carried Unanimously.


Cabaret License(s)

Ayutla’s Mexican restaurant and Top Hat II are requesting renewal of their cabaret license for 2008.  Hotrods has requested a new cabaret license for 4th quarter of 2007 and also, a 2008 license.

A motion by Councilmember Hoctor, seconded by Councilmember Montanye to authorize 2008 Cabaret Licenses be issued to Ayutla’s Mexican Restaurant, Top Hat II and Hot Rods as well as a 4th quarter 2007 license to Hot Rods.  Motion Carried Unanimously.


Traffic Safety Committee Recommendations

Recommendations of the Traffic Safety Committee were presented and reviewed by Council.  

A motion by Councilmember Hoctor, seconded by Councilmember Johnston to accept the recommendations of the Traffic Safety Committee.  Motion Carried Unanimously.

The 2008 Budget was presented with a few noted changes by City Administrator Larry Bellamy.

REPORT OF MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR & COUNCILMEMBERS: 
All Council members thanked Mayor Sigfrinius for his time as Mayor and told him to have fun in the coming year.

City Administrator Larry Bellamy requested Council set a public hearing for the sale of surplus property, said property being the Bloodgood Pump Station.  Fair Market Value has been set by the County Assessor to be $3500.00 and the City has a request to purchase the property.  Discussion followed by Council on the pros and cons of selling the property.  It was determined there was no concurrence on this issue.  Council requested information be presented at the next Council meeting to discuss this issue. A Water Committee meeting was set for January 7th at 6:00 p.m. in Council Chambers.

A motion by Councilmember Hoctor, seconded by Councilmember Montanye to convene to executive session for the purposes of a personnel issue not to exceed 30 minutes.  Motion Carried Unanimously. Council convened from Executive Session with no decisions made.
A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Hoctor to adjourn to the regular meeting of Council.  Motion Carried Unanimously.
