The regular session the Goldendale City Council was called to order by Mayor Mark Sigfrinius on Monday, December 3, 2007 at 7:00 PM in Council Chambers.

PUBLIC HEARING:


2008 Budget


Mayor Sigfrinius opened the Public Hearing on the 2008 Budget at 7:02.  City Administrator addressed Council and Public on materials presented noting that the key changes to the preliminary budget are as follows:  1) Bingen and Klickitat County have tentatively agreed to participate in an Interlocal agreement that would create a full-time Animal Control Officer.  The City would receive approximately $15k from Bingen and $20k from Klickitat County that combined with City funds would fund a full time Animal Control Officer; (2) Half of the overtime included in the Law Enforcement budget is projected to be devoted to drug enforcement investigations; (3) Operating cash reserves reduction from $225,000 to $175,000 (line570); (4) In the Public Works arena we will replace the 50% position of Public Works with a full-time Utility Tech 1 position; (5) Reduction in the operating cash reserves from $235,000 to $216,000 (line 1478).  At this time comment from the public was asked for.  

Hearing no comment the public hearing was closed at 7:07.

CONSENT AGENDA:

A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Hoctor to approve the consent agenda consisting of the minutes for November 19, 2007 and, Claims Warrants #25710-25738 in the amount of $35,556.27, and Payroll Warrants #27096-27142 in the amount of $58,513.76 for payroll ending November 15, 2007.   Motion Carried Unanimously.

PRESENTATIONS:


Barbara Johnson presented the final design as approved by Washington State DOT for the new Welcome sign.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS:


Keith Grundei, PWD told Council the Public Works crew will be taking care of the dead trees on observatory hill as work schedules allow.  A large tree on West Court St. will be coming down due to the damage to the City sewer system the root system has caused as well as flooding that is created by the sewer blockage.  The storm sewer will be replaced by the City crew once the tree has been removed.   The skate park has been reviewed and the Mr. Grundei noted it is structurally sound but some gouged material needs to be replaced.  Lastly, Mr. Grundei requested that Council set their priorities for street repair.  He gave them the material to fill out a list of priorities and this list will be used for the purpose of determining the best plan to repair and improve out streets.

Chief Johnson reported on Police Dept activities noting that there had been 88 cases since last report.  Reviewed his training at the SEIC conference in Spokane.

COUNCIL BUSINESS:

PSE Land, LLC is requesting approval of their preliminary plat and approval of the Development Agreement.

A motion by Councilmember Johnston, seconded by Councilmember Abbott to accept the Planning Commission Findings of Fact, Conclusions and Final Action and Approve the Development Agreement for PSE Land, LLC.  Motion Carried  Unanimously.

Brighter Goldendale Christmas committee is requesting approval for a fireworks display after the Candy Cane Lane Christmas Parade on December 8th.  The City of Goldendale will be listed on the liability insurance information.

A motion by Councilmember Johnston, seconded by Councilmember Abbott  to approve the fireworks display to be presented by the Brighter Goldendale Christmas Committee and naming the City of Goldendale as an additional insured.  Motion Carried Unanimously.
