January 2, 2007
The Regular meeting of the Goldendale City Council was called to order by Mayor Pro-tem Gary Hoctor on Tuesday, January 2, 2007 at 7:00 PM in Council Chambers.

A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Johnston to amend the agenda to include a presentation by Goldendale Horizons.  Motion Carried Unanimously.

CONSENT AGENDA:

A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Johnston to approve the consent agenda consisting of the minutes for December 18, 2006, Claims Warrants #24450-24501 in the amount of $20,576.09, and Payroll Warrants #25736-25837 in the amount of $92,534.36 for Payroll ending December 15, 2006.   Motion Carried Unanimously.
PRESENTATIONS:


Goldendale Horizons,  Suzanne Davy, 842 Thompson Rd, Goldendale presented the Council with information on the Goldendale Horizons Program, which has been implemented in Klickitat County for the purposes of helping to reduce poverty.

The program will kick off January 18th.  On January 10th there will be a facilitator training with fuel costs to the training being funded by NW Area Foundation.  Forty-four (44) communities have sponsored a facilitator since inception during the period of 2003-2005.  The program takes approximately 18 months to completely review, and there will be approximately 5 meetings in that 18 month time period.


Washington State University will help direct the program with Ava Van Belzer assisting.  Currently there is $10,000.00 available help reduce poverty; however going through this program will make $100,000.00 available to the community through competitive grants.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS:


Chief Johnson reported there were 3000 case reports filed by the GPD.  New Year Eve celebrations were relatively calm with few incidents.  There was one situation at an establishment where a fight broke out, it wasn’t reported to the police, and therefore the Liquor Control Board will be brought in.


Civil Service will be conducting testing in January for the Lieutenant position; until such time as that position is filled Sgt. Bartkowski will continue in the capacity of Acting Lt.


Clerk-Treasurer, Tracy Hansen presented a letter to Council received by the Goldendale Grange thanking Council for its recommendation to the EDA.


PW Director, Dave Griffin noted for Council the areas where storm drainage repair work and pothole patching is being completed.
COUNCIL BUSINESS:

Golden Event Planning   The renewal contract for Golden Event Planning is the same as last year with the exception of a request to increase the contract amount from $30,000.00 to $36,000.00.  City Administrator Larry Bellamy presented sales tax information that indicates the Tourism projects are beginning to show some increased revenue for the City.

A motion by Councilmember Johnston, seconded by Councilmember Abbott to authorize the Mayor to execute the contract with Golden Event Planning for year 2007.  Motion Carried Unanimously.


Environmental Historical Services City Administrator Larry Bellamy explained to Council this proposal is for the East Side Water Main Project cultural resources survey and assessment, and monitoring during construction activities.  EHS has completed work such as this in the past for the City of Goldendale, and has been successful in obtaining exemptions on areas already developed.  Given the cost of on-site cultural resource monitoring the contract amount requested for this proposal is quite small.  

A motion by Councilmember Johnston, seconded by Councilmember Dixon to authorize the Mayor to execute the contract with the Environmental History Company (EHC) in the amount of $9,699.81.  Motion Carried Unanimously.
ORDINANCES:

Disorderly Conduct

This is the second reading for this ordinance.

A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Abbott  to adopt Ordinance No. 1359 being the Disorderly Conduct Ordinance.  Motion Carried Unanimously.
Health
REPORT OF MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR & COUNCILMEMBERS: 
City Administrator Bellamy:     Requested the Ordinance Committee meet on Monday, January 8, at 6:30 p.m. to review both the RV Ordinance and Private Rd standards.  The committee agreed to the meeting.  Mr. Bellamy also reminded Council of the Martin Luther King holiday so the next regular Council meeting would be Tuesday, January 16th.  A request for the Planning Commission, Council, and Pool Committee to meet on January 22nd was discussed.  The joint meeting of the Planning Commission and Council will begin at 7:00 with the Pool Committee meeting with Council at 6:00 p.m.
Lastly, Mr. Bellamy noted that Rapids Communication will be attending the next Council meeting.  Rapids Communication is the new cable provider.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Ken McKune, Goldendale, WA    Addressed Council regarding “Business Incubation.”  Mr. McKune believes that property should be donated and a task force formed to study how the incubator process works, and gets it going in Goldendale to cultivate productive citizens.

Jerry Ream, 802 E Court, Goldendale WA  Addressed Council regarding the helipad situation at the hospital.  Mr. Ream noted he has lived at the aforementioned address for 33 years.  He produced pictures of the “mess” created due to the Life-flight helicopters landing in the street next to his home since the hospital helipad was demolished to allow for the new addition.

Mr. Ream noted he has contacted the FAA and they have been to his home to review his complaint but their hands are tied due to the fact that the FAA has no actual control or guidelines over helicopter landings.  He stated he knows what a valuable service life-flight is and is not trying to make life difficult for the hospital, but there has got to be an alternative to landing life-flight in the street.  Mr. Ream produced pictures of a life-flight helicopter landing and the debris thrown about and destruction of property created.

The Council told Mr. Ream they would most certainly try to resolve this issue, and would be following up.  City Administrator Larry Bellamy stated that currently the City and hospital insurance companies were meeting to discuss all the issues involved with the situation(s) that have arisen due to life-flight continuing to land on the City street.
