PRESENTATIONS


Rapid Acquisition



Shane Baggs, Rapid Acquisition said his company has had a real growth spurt.  They have purchased Cequel Communications and thus will be servicing the Goldendale area.  He talked about the increase in his company and the changes that will occur in Goldendale.  He explained ways to get the council back on television and talked about the schools becoming involved with a community bulletin board.  He also stated this could be done by a computer science class.  Mayor Sigfrinius will contact the Superintendent of our schools.


Mr. Baggs asked that the resolution to authorize the franchise agreement assignment be set over to the next meeting to allow for Rapid Acquisition to provide some minor changes to meet the City Attorney requests.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS:


Police Department


Chief Johnson informed council the generator is fully installed and start up will be this week-end.



The cameras have been moved to show the outside parking lots, back office and hallway.

COUNCIL BUSINESS:


Interfund Loan


Mr. Bellamy asked that this be continued until discussion of the 2006 budget amendment.

RESOLUTIONS:

Airport Grant


Mayor Sigfrinius has been working Department of Transportation, Aviation Division on an agreement to fix the electrical problems to the beacon and runway lights.  They will provide a grant to fix this problem and it should be completed within 30 days after bids are accepted.  Bid will go out shortly and construction will start in the spring.  There was a discussion of annexing the airport and possible problems.  
MOVED BY COUNCILMEMBER MONTAYE, SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER ABBOTT TO ADOPT RESOLUTION NO. 505 FOR AN AIRPORT GRANT FROM WASHINGTON STATE DEPATMENT OF TRANSPORTATION AVIATION DIVISION FOR THE ELECTRICAL SYSTEM REPAIR.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

Cable Franchise Agreement Assignment:


MOVED BY COUNCILMEMBER MONTANYE, SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER ABBOTT TO TABLE THE CABLE FRANCHISE AGREEMENT ASSIGNMENT UNTIL THE NEXT MEETING.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.
ORDINANCES:

Rezone Request of Kenneth Hicks:


Mr. Bellamy presented the Planning Commission Findings, Conclusions and Recommendations to the council for the rezone of Block 44, Railroad Addition from M-1 (Light Industrial) to C-2 (Commercial).



MOVED BY COUNCILMEMBER MONTANYE, SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER JOHNSTON TO ADOPT THE PROPOSED ORDINANCE FOR ITS FIRST READING.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.


2006 Budget Amendment


Mr. Bellamy explained the needed changes to the 2006 Budget Amendment and the need for the interfund loan. 
 

MOVED BY COUNCILMEMBER HOCTOR, SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER MONTANYE TO ADOPT ORDINANCE NO. 1360 AS THE 2006 BUDGET AMENDMENT, AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE THE INTERFUND LOAN BETWEEN THE CURRENT EXPENSE FUND AND THE CITY STREETS FUND IN THE AMOUNT OF $120,000 AT THE RATE OF 5.24% AND WAIVING THE SECOND READING OF THE ORDINANCE.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.
MAYOR


Mayor Sigfrinius thanked Mr. Bellamy and Mrs. Hansen for their extra work on the budget.


Mayor Sigfrinius talked about the meeting with Klickitat Valley Health Services on Lifeflight landing on Allyn Street and the alternative landing sites.  Future meetings are scheduled to resolve this issue.
COUNCILMEMBER REPORTS:

Councilmember Johnston wants the No Parking signs returned to East Allyn Street and make sure that hospital employees do not park along the street.  This is extremely hazardous.  

Councilmember Dixon inquired about the auction of Calpine.  He was informed the auction is scheduled for late January or early February.  Puget Sound Electrical is the favored bidder and plans to keep the employees.


He also asked about union negotiations.  Mr. Bellamy responded mediation is scheduled for February, but he is working to settle the matter.


With the increase in tourism Councilmember Dixon asked if some help could be found for economic development to lighten the load for Mr. Bellamy.  They talked about the change at the county and the possible assistance that could be received there.  Also discussed was the possibility of hiring a commercial real estate firm from Portland to market property with a contingency that development begin within 2 years.


The retaining wall at the Lutheran Church was discussed.


Inquiry was made about annexing the Brokaw Island and that this issue should be discussed with the Growth Management Plan Update.  It was noted that fire is a real concern, however both fire districts would respond.


Councilmember Johnston asked about the progress on establishing mandatory garbage collection.  Mayor Sigfrinius will provide some information to council.  It was noted that the only numbers we have been able to obtain are from White Salmon and that they only do it 2 days a week.  They talked about the huge expense with the garbage trucks.  It would require additional help that would work the garbage truck 2-3 days a week and work for public works the remaining time.  

He commented on the article about the downtown building.  Mr. Bellamy said he is working with the property owners to try to resolve this problem, but has also started on the legal process.  Councilmember Cuff talked about the legal issues of the property owner in the middle.  


Councilmember Johnston suggested that the City needs to clean the alley, however there is concern about the instability of the wall.  The City does not want to risk an employee being injured.
CITY ADMINISTRATOR REPORT


Mr. Bellamy reported the ordinance committee has made progress on a draft RV Park Ordinance which will be similar to Klickitat County.  Ray Mosbrucker and Don Scribner will be asked to review this proposal within the next 2 weeks.

Councilmember Dixon wanted to know about the use of work release program people in parks.  It was noted these workers would have to be observed, but Brandon Walter has the experience as a reserve officer to observe these workers.  Dave Griffin has not been approached at this time.


Mr. Bellamy stated the Board of Adjustment will serve as a dual role as the Citizen Revue Board on nuisance issues and will hear the downtown building complaint on January 25th.  He plans to have Andy O’Connor at the next council meeting to give a progress report on code enforcement.  He did note that we are getting down to the fighters now.


On January 22nd there will be a special workshop meeting with Cal Jordan to update council on the swimming pool cover at 6:00 and the kick off of the comp. plan for evaluation of the critical areas, zoning, sub-division, planning and water issues. A citizen survey will be given to the community in the near future and a time line for the project established.


Councilmember Cuff talked about the need for disposal of brush within the City limits due to the new ruling on burn bans and the City of Goldendale not being on the exempt list.  It was noted that Mayor Sigfrinius and Mr. Bellamy will be attending an AWC conference next month and this issue will be discussed.


Councilmember Cuff also asked about his proposal to change council meetings to 6 PM instead of 7PM during the winter and returning to 7PM during the remainder of the year.  Councilmember Montanye was opposed but Councilmember Johnston is in favor.
PUBLIC COMMENT:


Jerry Ream, 802 East Court, asked if anyone had heard Jeff Teal on KLCK recently.  He also talked about cleaning up of the area and the need to keep in contact with them.  He asked to be informed of any future meetings on moving the helipad.  He also expressed a concern about the entrance to the hospital.
