DEPARTMENT REPORTS:


Public Works


Mr. Griffin reported the WWTP pump is repaired at a cost of $7,500.  

The archeology report should be completed by mid-March.  The use of well data, test holes and rock formation are being used to eliminate as much area as possible.  

The Forestry Plan is 90% done and will be brought to council when completed.


The 200 block of East Broadway needs water main replacement.  Also the main from Hack’s to Layman shop must be replaced.



The crew will be grading the gravel roads tomorrow.


Police Department


Chief Johnson will be issuing a press release on the car thefts and vehicle prowls happening recently.  


He also noted the 5 individuals taken last week are still in jail.  

The police department will be raising money for the Special Olympics.
He reported on the fire in the 400 block of West Broadway and noted a child with asthma was taken to the hospital for a check up.

The police department will be doing domestic violence training with the county next week.  They plan to do more joint training to benefit both departments.

Dominic Mutch is getting EVOC training.

ORDINANCE:


Map Change/Rezone Request-Kenneth Hicks

MOVED BY COUNCILMEMBER HOCTOR, SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER MONTANYE TO ADOPT ORDINANCE 1361 BEING THE MAP/ZONE CHANGE REQUEST PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 17.48.020 OF THE GOLDENDALE MUNICIPAL CODE.

MAYOR REPORT:

 Mayor Sigfrinius reported he and Mr. Bellamy would be attending the AWC City Legislative Conference and meeting with the Legislators Tuesday-Thursday, February 13-15.
COUNCILMEMBER REPORT:


Councilmember Cuff asked about the Department of Ecology burn restrictions.  It was noted the east side of town will not be allowed south of East Broadway, east of South Columbus extending to the intersection with Highway 97 south of town.



Councilmember Johnson wants a structured water/sewer increase ordinance on the agenda in March.  He also inquired about the PVC price quotes and how long they are available.  Mr. Griffin said most quotes are good for 48 hours.  Mr. Griffin said the number of night call outs for repairs is going down due to the repairs made to water mains.

CITY ADMINISTRATOR REPORT:

The urban growth (Comprehensive Plan Update) survey will be sent out bulk to mailings in the City by route.  Hearings will begin on the plan shortly.  There was also a discussion of purchase of the Amidon water rights and the possibility of 6 other options.


Councilmember Cuff asked that the mandatory garbage collection also be on the March agenda.  


Andrew O’Connor is working daily on clean up in the City.  Most are responding however 4 more were given Notice and Orders and will appear before the Citizen Review Board.  Additionally 1 Voluntary Correction Agreement was signed.


Councilmember Cuff wants them to be given a 30 day notice and then the water cut off.


The airport committee will meet tomorrow.  The Mayor was able to obtain a $16,000 grant to repair the electrical at the runway and this will be going out to bid in March.


There was a request for a budget committee meeting at 6:30 PM on Monday February 12th.  Issues to be discussed include police cars and advertising dollars for tourism.


Council was reminded that the next council meeting will be the 20th due to President’s Day on Monday, February 19th.

The Board of Adjustment and Citizen Review Board will meet on February 22nd.

The Citizen Review Board issued a decision on the down town fire issue and the 30 days for appeal is running.


The pool cover is scheduled to advertise for bids by February 29, 2007.


Everyone was reminded to file their Public Disclosure Financial Statements before April 1, 2007.
