CONSENT AGENDA:

A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Dixon to approve the consent agenda consisting of the minutes for January 22, 2007 and February 5, 2007 and, Claims Warrants #24724-24784 in the amount of $82,475.93, and Payroll Warrants #25953-26002 in the amount of $83,729.41 for Payroll ending January 15, 2007.   Motion Carried Unanimously.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS:


Fire Chief Howard Scartozzi informed Council about activities the Goldendale Fire Department has been involved with over the last year, noting that this report is something he tries to do a couple times a year so the Council may be aware of the issues the department handles.

The current membership of the Fire Dept is 24 firefighters, and of those 24, four are junior firefighters.  There are 2 applications pending on individuals wanting to be a volunteer however, the background checks are not complete.


In 2006 the department had 74 alarms resulting in 12 structure fires, 6 mutual aid calls, and 4 false alarms.  The remaining number of alarms, were created by a variety of businesses that utilize an alarm system and many of the businesses had “miss fire” alarm calls.

Chief Scartozzi explained to Council the variety of trainings made available to the fire fighters, the multipurpose use of the fire hall by other agencies, the burn permit process, and plans for the 2007 year.


Public Works Director Griffin talked with Council about the SCADA system and the necessity of replacing it.  A quote was offered by Coburn Electric in the amount of $5,240.00, with approval from Council work could begin within 30 days.  Director Griffin stated he realizes that all the information is not yet ready, but the system issues necessitate a speedy decision and if consensus could be given he would provide the required information at the next meeting.   Council gave consensus to have Director Griffin proceed with purchase of a new computer for the SCADA system and requested that a not to exceed amount, including taxes, be set at $6,000.00.

A meeting with DOE will be held on March 8th.  Mayor Sigfrinius, City Administrator Larry Bellamy,  and Director Griffin will be attending.  The meeting deals with the water rights situation, and the water system plan.


Lastly, Director Griffin wanted to clarify for the record that the WWTP pump was rebuilt not repaired.


Police Chief Rick Johnson informed Council that Sgt. Reggie Bartkowski was promoted to Lieutenant effective February 16, 2007.  Sergeant testing would be in March and currently 5 officers are interested in testing for the position.


A domestic violence training was recently held with the County, and it worked well for all the City/County officers that attended.


Lt. Bartkowski and Chief Johnson will be attending a grant writing class.  Chief Johnson also noted he will be going to Fort Lewis on February 27th on a shopping spree.  He joined an organization and it allows for those involved to have access to free office equipment, maintenance equipment, etc., that is surplus by the Government.  Chief Johnson indicated he intends to gets some lockers for the officers, a couple of fire proof safes for the office and for evidence, and anything he can find that looks good. 
COUNCIL BUSINESS:

Prosecuting Attorney Contract

City Administrator Larry Bellamy presented the completed contract for the City Prosecuting Attorney.  This contract was prepared by L. Eugene Hanson, Chief Johnson, and City Administrator Larry Bellamy after a number of meetings discussing the needs of the City in regards to Prosecutorial services.
A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Johnston to authorize the Mayor to execute the contract with City Prosecuting Attorney L. Eugene Hanson for year 2007.  Motion Carried Unanimously.

Capital Outlay for Park Mower


Public Works Director Griffin addressed Council on the issue of the park mower.  He noted that the quotes received were in the Council packets; also noting that the quotes were for the mower itself with the attachments as separate purchases.


City Treasurer Tracy Hansen asked if the bid laws came into question, if additional parts are purchased separately but within a relatively short time frame after the purchase of the mower.  Director Griffin stated he had spoken with John Carpita of Municipal Research and the separate purchase would not be an issue.  Some discussion followed on this issue.  Councilmember Montanye asked City Administrator Larry Bellamy to check into the aspects of state contract amounts vs. bid laws and requested this issue be tabled to the next meeting.

A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Johnston to table the park mower bid until the March 5, 2007 meeting.  Motion Carried 6-0, with Councilmember Hoctor abstaining from the voting process.


Union Contracts


City Administrator Larry Bellamy presented both the Uniformed and Non-Uniformed Union Contracts for the approval of Council.

A motion by Councilmember Abbott, seconded by Councilmember Dixon to accept  the Uniformed Collective Bargaining Agreement for year 2006 and year(s) 2007-2009 for ratification.  Motion Carried Unanimously.
A motion by Councilmember Abbott, seconded by Councilmember Johnston to accept the Non-Uniformed Collective Bargaining Agreement for year 2006 and year(s) 2007-2009 for ratification.  Motion Carried Unanimously.

ORDINANCES:


Public Safety Designation

City Administrator Larry Bellamy reviewed with Council the information discussed at the Budget Committee meeting regarding the use of the 40% monies that are placed in Capital Outlay for the Fire Department.  During discussions with the Budget Committee, it was suggested that the 40% designation be changed from Fire Department to Public Safety Reserve Fund.  This would allow Council to determine at budget time where the biggest need was regarding fire and police in reference to public safety, and the funds would be distributed accordingly, at Council’s discretion.  
A motion by Councilmember Johnston, seconded by Councilmember Montanye to approve the proposed ordinance for its first reading.  Motion Carried Unanimously.
Health
REPORT OF MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR & COUNCILMEMBERS: 
Councilmember Montanye:
Requested an update on the house numbering in Goldendale and garbage information; also, has there been any resolution to or with DOT on the intersection at 3rd & Broadway. 
City Administrator Bellamy:  Reviewed with Council his activities in the past couple of weeks.  Noted that the AWC conference was very informational, Comprehensive Land Use work with Cal Jordan is moving along, and the EDC group has began meeting again.  They will be holding another meeting in a couple of weeks to discuss the many events Lorraine has planned through tourism.   
The Board of Adjustment and Citizen Review Board will meet again to discuss more homes that are falling under the nuisance ordinance.
A meeting with Cal Jordan on March 6th on the pool has been set.
PUBLIC COMMENT:

Dave Gilliam, 710 Elm Drive, Goldendale appeared before Council as a representative of SEIU with Klickitat Valley Health Services with him were Dee Cooke, Darlene Wolfe, and Brandy Bane.  The employees wished to voice their concern of Brim Management Company.  The contract for Brim apparently expires March 30, 2007, and Goldendale has an “opt out” clause if they choose to use it.  These representatives wanted to request that anyone wishing to have Brim released from its obligations of the Hospital, visit with any of the Hospital Board members and request that be done. 

Their concerns are about the operational methods Brim is using and has incorporated from traveling nurses to outsourcing lab services, janitorial work, ambulance services, etc.  The group noted the extensive cost for outsourcing not to mention taking jobs away from the local workforce.  

When asked how to reach the Hospital Board Council was informed that there meetings are held at 6:30 in the morning.

City Clerk/Treasurer interrupted the meeting requesting an extension past the 9:00 cut off.

A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Johnston  to continue the meeting for an additional 30 minutes.  Motion Carried Unanimously.

Mr. Gilliam continued with information about other issues the Hospital is facing.  It appears that deals with various insurance agencies on cost are not able to be reached due to the means in which Brim deals with the insurance agencies.  Another concern is the number of people who have chosen to take their health care worries elsewhere due to the problems with Brim.  

Brandy Bane with SEIU input the information that the NPU contract for health insurance has not been signed nor accepted therefore many people will be displaced for healthcare services because of the difficulties with Klickitat Valley Health Services.

With no further comments from the public or council the Mayor requested a motion to close.
