The Regular meeting of the Goldendale City Council was called to order by Mayor Mark Sigfrinius on Monday, April 2, 2007 at 7:00 PM in Council Chambers.

CONSENT AGENDA:

MOVED BY COUNCILMEMBER MONTANYE, SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER  DIXON TO APPROVE THE CONSENT AGENDA CONSISTING OF THE MINUTES OF         March 19,2007 and March 26, 2007, CLAIMS WARRANTS #24879-24909 IN THE AMOUNT OF $41,927.26 AND PAYROLL WARRANTS # 26108-26255 IN THE AMOUNT OF $58,065.19 FOR PAYROLL March 1, 2007-March 15, 2007.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

PRESENTATION:


Horizon Project:


Sarah Wanless talked about expanding Clean Up Day by utilizing the Horizon Project.  



Adolfo Lucatero discussed bringing the City together to keep Goldendale clean and believes the Horizon Project is a step forward.



Tim Southworth spoke about helping those without resources and the need for more volunteers.  They will place a 40 yard dumpster behind City Hall on clean up day.  The group will also haul away old appliances and have a representative from St Vincent De Paul or a 2nd hand store to help recycle reusable items.
COUNCIL BUSINESS:


Reimbursement Service Agreement


Mr. Griffin explained that Brandon Walter is the only certified person for backflow testing devices and White Salmon does not have a member on their crew certified at this time.  Brandon will do the work spaced over several weeks but for a total of 3 days.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS:


Public Works


Mr. Griffin told the council that Jay Isler started today.  That he has 24 years experience in public works but is new to the community.



The archeology report is done and will be submitted to the City before the end of the week.  In addition, the City will receive the Water System Plan before the end of the week.


Hoodview Estates has started work and will be blasting next week.


Police Department


Chief Johnson said there have been over 100 service calls.  The Department is working on shared reports with the county and White Salmon/Bingen.  The cost of connection is about $4,000.  The City’s should be less because the tower will be on the top of Klickitat Valley Grain Growers.



He is attending a WASP mini conference Tuesday and Wednesday and hopes to get technical funding for radios, computers, cars and other state funding.



The officers will all be going to Hanford for a full EVAC track testing.  It will be the first full testing in the past 4 years.
COUNCIL BUSINESS (Continued):


Capital Outlay-Mower


Mr. Griffin explained the formal bid process used by the City and the reason that the Sheppard bid can not be considered.  He and Bert Oswalt have reviewed all the materials and recommend purchase of the New Holland mower.  He noted that Burrows supplied the tractor for the WWTP and they have been very satisfied.  He would like to exercise option 2 and 3 and consider the snow blower towards fall depending on the budget.  The New Holland is 2 wheel drive and can be delivered within 30 days.  The mower deck also turns vertical to clean.


Councilmember Hoctor asked about the clutch maintenance.  Mr. Griffin responded that the clutch was dry rather than an oil based mechanism.



Councilmember Cuff said he couldn’t see buying a New Holland as he felt a John Deere was a better buy for 10 years from now.



Councilmember Eaton asked what the difference Mr. Griffin saw besides the dollar amount.  Mr. Griffin said the New Holland had a bigger motor.



Councilmember Cuff moved that the City purchase the John Deere 1435.  



Ken McKune stated he felt the City should consider a 4 wheel drive for use with the snow blower, but Mr. Griffin said the school district has operated for years with a 2 wheel drive.


Councilmember Hoctor replied a 4-wheel drive is not needed for snow but is better utilized for wet grass.

The motion was seconded by Councilmember Montanye.



There was further discussion about the options and the deck size, the guaranteed buy back for the New Holland and none for the John Deere, the fact that the City’s mechanic prefers the New Holland as it is easier to work on, the clutch system.


The motion passed with Councilmember Hoctor abstaining and Councilmember Johnston voting no.


Capital Outlay for Police Car


Chief Johnson explained that the Police Department only has 3 cars with less than 100,000 miles, one has a blown motor, one was totaled, Jay’s is not outfitted, there are no vehicles to use if one breaks down, the Ford Explorer is used for out of town trips, the newest car is a 1999.  He wishes to purchase 4 new cars with LEW low profile lights but plainly marked.


Moved by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Dixon to authorize a capital outlay for 4 police cars for a total purchase price of $108,259.82.



Chief Johnson talked about the warranty, that Explorers last longer that most cars, and that one of the vehicles will be used by 2 officers.



Councilmember Cuff told council that at first he strongly opposed this proposal but after thought is in favor or it. 



MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.



Chief Johnson said the Explorers should be here by June.  Councilmember Montanye asked that a new release and pictures be put in the paper when the cars arrive.
RESOLUTIONS:

 Surplus and Transfer of Fire Truck to Wahkiacus


Mr. Bellamy explained the 1965 International Fire Truck, is valued at less than $50,000, is being recommended for surplus and transfer to the Wahkiacus Fire Department by fire chief Howard Scartozzi.  MOVED BY COUNCILMEMBER MONTANYE, SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER HOCTOR TO ADOPT RESOLUTION 507 TO SURPLUS THE 1965 INTERNATIONAL FIRE TRUCK AND TO TRANSFER THE SAME TO THE WAHKIACUS FIRE DISTRICT.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

Cable Franchise Agreement


Councilmember Montanye expressed this opposition to doing business with the cable company.



MOVED BY COUNCILMEMBER HOCTOR, SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER EATON TO AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE THE CABLE FRANCHISE AGREEMENT WITH RAPID COMMUNICATION.  MOTION CARRIED WITH COUNCILMEMBER MONTANYE VOTING NO.

ORDINANCE:

Recreational Vehicle Park Standards


Mr. Bellamy introduced the redline version of the proposed Recreational Vehicle Park Standards which is patterned after Klickitat County’s ordinance.  He suggested the ordinance be removed from the business license section and placed in zoning.  Recreational Vehicle Parks would be permitted in C-2 zones with a binding site plan and presented to the sub-division review committee with an appeal to Council.  A pavement roadway will not be required but a solid base must be installed.


MOVED BY COUNCILMEMBER HOCTOR, SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER JOHNSTON TO ACCEPT THE RECREATIONAL VEHICLE PARK ORDINANCE FOR ITS FIRST READING.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

COUCILMEMBER REPORTS


Councilmember Abbott  inquired about the clean up downtown.  Mr. Bellamy responded the clean up will start next week.  Mr. Farrer has indicated he is interested in putting up another building in the area.  


Councilmember Montanye wants to change the ordinance to only allow displays on sidewalks on special occasions.


Councilmenber Johnston asked that any new building consider the antique architectural design of the block.


It was noted the resource committee will meet on April 9th at 2:00 PM to discuss a proposed water/sewer rate ordinance, mandatory garbage collection, water/sewer connection rates, annexation and an RV Park by the Observatory.

Councilmember Dixon asked about any updates on the swimming pool cover and helipad.  It was noted the swimming pool cover bids are being evaluated and advertising for bid for the site work has begun.


There may be a special council meeting to award bids on April 30th.


Councilmember Montanye wants to get started on amending the parking ordinance.

Mr. Bellamy told council there will be 6 more complaints brought to the Citizen Review Board on April 26.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Earlene Sullivan, part-time Executive Direction of the Chamber and founder of Saturday Market, has a vision that the Saturday Market will grow within the next 3 years and be moved to Main Street.  Vendors have grown from 9 to 27 and total sales between $38,000-$40,000.


Ken McKune, 519 E Main, asked about off street parking.
