CONSENT AGENDA:

A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Hoctor to approve the consent agenda consisting of the minutes for April 2, 2007 and, Claims Warrants #24910-24963 in the amount of $167,621.08, and Payroll Warrants #26163-26266 in the amount of $119,837.14 for Payroll ending March 31, 2007.   Motion Carried Unanimously.
DEPARTMENT REPORTS:


Chief Johnson  updated Council on Mutual Aid Agreements with the County on the data system.  The Chief reviewed the recent training that he and Dave Barta, Principal of Goldendale Middle School attended in Wisconsin noting he believed the training was worth his time and that he and Mr. Barta brought back some good ideas to help the school in many of their difficult situations with students.


Chief Johnson read a letter from the Grandview Police Department on the heroic efforts of Sgt. Jay Hunziker.  Sgt. Hunziker stopped a “runaway” vehicle on I-82 going in the wrong direction.  The driver had a diabetic incident that caused him to pass out.  Sgt. Hunziker proceeded to stop the vehicle, on foot, and prevent any number of accidents and/or injury that could have occurred.

COUNCIL BUSINESS:

Amend Pool Contract


City Administrator Larry Bellamy presented to Council an addendum to the Pool Agreement that Mr. Jordan has with the City/Central Klickitat County Recreation District.  They had requested that Mr. Jordan add a 16x45 storage/HVAC building to the project.  The fee agreement was discussed with the pool committee and with Dustin Conroy before he started the requested additional work.

A motion by Councilmember Hoctor, seconded by Councilmember Dixon to move to authorize the Mayor to execute Amendment #1 to Cal Jordan’s Contract for the Swimming Pool Cover Project to include the addition of a 16x45 storage and  HVAC building in an amount not to exceed $8,250.00.  Motion Carried Unanimously.

ORDINANCES:

RV Park Standards

This is the second reading of the Recreational Vehicle Parks Standards ordinance.  A final version was included in Council packets for review, and the final version has not changed from the first reading.

A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Hoctor to adopt Ordinance No 1363 being the Recreational Vehicle Parks Standards.  Motion Carried Unanimously.

REPORT OF MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR & COUNCILMEMBERS: 
Councilmember Johnston:  Asked about video equipment at the WWII bathrooms because of all the vandalism that happens at the park.  Chief Johnson indicated he would look into cost of equipment for surveillance.

Councilmember Dixon:  Thanked everyone for their support during his years on Council noting he had turned in his notice of resignation from Council effective April 30, 2007.
Councilmember Cuff:  Gave a big thank you to Jim Farrer for taking care of the burned buildings downtown.

Councilmember Montanye:  Requests the City do something about the bicycles and skateboards on City sidewalks.
City Administrator Larry Bellamy:  Reviewed dates of upcoming meetings for Council and various committees; they are as follows:  4/25 is bid opening on pool, 4/26 Citizen Review Board at 7:00, 4/26 Board of Adjustment at 6:00, 4/30 a special meeting to award the pool cover project, 4/30 a 6:00 meeting prior to the bid award to handle budget issues, and lastly a reminder that the City will be holding a mandatory employee meeting on May 2 from 8:00 a.m. – 1:00 p.m. 
Also, a note was made to have a cultural resource map on the East Side Water Main Project created for each Council member.

PUBLIC COMMENT:
Ron Sullivan requested information on survey lines of the Vern Markee Park.  He has purchased the land and Allyn’s Building Center will donate the supplies to fix up the park but he wants to be sure everything is in order first.  Council asked the City Administrator to look into any possible information the City might have that would aid Mr. Sullivan in his search for answers.
