The Regular meeting of the Goldendale City Council was called to order by Mayor Mark Sigfrinius on Monday, MAY 21, 2007 at 7:00 PM in Council Chambers.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:


Six Year Street Plan


Mr. Bellamy presented the Six Year Street Plan for its second public hearing.  Mr. Griffin noted that the distances were all changed to portions of a mile and the values increased.  There being no public comment the public hearing was closed at 7:05 PM.

CONSENT AGENDA:

MOVED BY COUNCILMEMBER MONTANYE, SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER JOHNSTON TO APPROVE THE CONSENT AGENDA CONSISTING OF THE MINUTES OF MAY 7, 2007 AND MAY 8, 2007, CLAIMS WARRANTS # 25030-25076  IN THE AMOUNT OF $74,492.88 AND PAYROLL WARRANTS #26352-26427 IN THE AMOUNT OF $98,547.43 FOR RETRO CHECKS DATED APRIL 24, 2007 AND PAYROLL DATED APRIL 30, 2007.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

PRESENTATIONS:


Chamber of Commerce


Bill Martin, of the Chamber of Commerce requested a united Economic Development Committee consisting of the County, Chamber and City of Goldendale.  

He noted the County and Chamber are meeting on every other Wednesday at 3:00 PM at the county offices. 



Mayor Sigfrinius asked for council representatives and Steve Johnston has agreed to join Larry Bellamy at this meetings.



Len Crawford talked about potential growth for the area and the need to plan.

Klickitat County Health Services-Helicopter Plan


Jeff Teal spoke on behalf of the Klickitat County Health Services to update the Council on a proposed helistop.  It is planned to use the front hospital parking lot as a temporary landing spot.  This is pending approval by Life Flight and should be ready by June.1.  The southeast parking lot is not a cost effective solution and there are time factors and safety issues with using the airport.  They are currently working with David Ketchum for a long-term solution.



Wayne Claussen, secretary of the hospital commission, said they had held a public meeting on May 8th.  He said the front parking lot is the most logical landing site at this time pending finding a permanent location.


Jeff Teal said the short time option will be in place by June 1.  They asked to continue landing in the street until June 1 and continue to use the city street as an emergency site.  They are looking for a long term solution to this problem.



Councilmember Johnston asked that the Klickitat Valley Health Services return to Council when the short term proposal and procedures are in place.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS:


Public Works


Dave Griffin told council that the new John Deere Mower has been sent back for repairs, the engine is out on the “Gator”, the street sweeper has an engine that shuts down, and 3 pickups and 3 police cars needing repairs.



Wednesday the divers are here to clean the reservoirs, video tape for cracks and vacuum the sediments.  This is an annual check and the schedule 3 year cleaning.  They will do the concrete reservoir as well. 



The bridge and park restrooms are experiencing more graffiti problems.  It was suggested that a timer or photo cell lock be considered.  Councilmember Johnston asked that Mr. Griffin look into this.


Councilmember Cuff asked why the police department could not lock these facilities and it was explained that sometime they were called out on other matters.



Mr. Griffin talked about the skateboard park and the needed repairs.  The representative is proposing to come back and repair it, but in the mean time the City will continue to patch it.


Police Department


Lt. Bartkowski talked about the traffic control in the school area and on East High Street.  He noted the excessive speed in these areas.  He said there was a great response even on traffic stops.  



Chris Wyzkowski is now at Academy and this is his first day.



The tagging of the restrooms and bridge was apparently done by someone from Toppenish but they are teaching the youth in this area.  They have been in Toppenish talking to a repeat offender and he has been giving some other names.


Pat Shamek reminded the council about the condition of 127 W. Brooks and showed them before and after pictures.  This is a real success story for Code Enforcement and our community.

COUNCIL BUSINESS:


Councilmember Interviews:


Mayor Sigfrinius told council that there were four applicants and the candidates, Jerry Balcom, Michael Macy, Ken McKune and Richard Wadsack would be interviewed separately.  Only the candidate being interviewed would be in council chambers during the interview and the remaining candidates would wait in the Mayor’s Office.  Each candidate would be asked the same questions and given an opportunity to add any information they felt pertinent.



At the conclusions of the interviews Mayor Sigfrinius noted each Councilmember had been supplied with ballot 1 and ballot 2.  He instructed them to vote for two candidates on the first ballot and only one on the second ballot.  On the first ballot the results were 6 for Jerry Balcom and 6 for Michael Macy.  On the second ballot the results were 5 for Jerry Balcom and 1 for Michael Macy.  Jerry Balcom was then sworn in by Larry Bellamy and took his seat on the council.

RESOLUTIONS:

Six Year Street Plan


MOVED BY COUNCILMEMBER MONTANYE, SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER HOCTOR TO ADOPT RESOLUTION 510 WHICH IS THE 2008-2013 SIX YEAR STREET PLAN.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

MAYOR’S REPORT
 

Mayor Sigfrinius said he had been on vacation to Santa Fe but was glad to be home and the City didn’t fall apart without him.

COUNCILMEMBER REPORTS:

Councilmember Hoctor thanked all the candidates for applying.


Councilmember Eaton suggested that an ordinance be written that would not allow cars to be parked on the street for extended periods of time with possibly a 24-72 hour restriction.  Lt. Bartkowski stated the Police Chief is working on such an ordinance with a 72 hour time limit which would prevent storage or abandonment of cars.

Councilmember Cuff commented that Mr. Bellamy is working on an ordinance to improve clean up in a timely fashion.  He said the current ordinance has loop holes and is cumbersome in tall weeds/grass or garbage situations.  The Code Enforcement needs the tools to deal with these civil infractions with a citation and fine.  He wants the town cleaned up so people will visit and want to stay.


Councilmember Balcom said he would work at learning quickly.

Councilmember Johnston inquired about the progress on the annexation east of Highway 97.  Mr. Griffin replied he had spoken to Jim Riley and he is interested.  His interest in this annexation will determine the width which could include the State Department although it has a 0 valuation.  


Mr. Bellamy noted that annexations are based on 60% of the assessed value and that there is property on the north side of Pipeline Road that is interested in being included.  There is 80 acres the other side of Bickleton Road that is interested in being included.
CITY ADMINISTRATOR REPORTS

Mr. Bellamy said he had met with the Chamber and will be attending the economic development committee with the Chamber and County.  Councilmember Balcom wants to be included on this committee.  There is a growing interest in economic development.  

Mayor Sigfrinius talked about the need to move from a soft plan (tourism) to a hard plan (family wage jobs).  He also reported on the bike tour which was held last week-end, the Rock Crawl coming to Orchard Heights, the Blue Moon Festival with the astronaut, the Tractor Pull and Vintage Car Show.

The pool cover and site work notices have been sent out and a pre-construction conference is pending.


There was a discussion of fences in the right of way and a possible license agreement.


The environmental report for the East Side Water Main project was completed last week and the funding package with Rural Development is being completed.  Mr. Bellamy noted he had met the new person with Rural Development and they will assist him with the application for the funding package which must be 90% complete by June 18th.  The cost of Phase II to replace the remaining steel pipe in Goldendale will be $2 million plus.  Rural Development will be approached for a 50% grant and 50% loan.  That will cure most of the leaking pipes and being the City to compliance for 10% or less water leakage.  This will allow more room for development with at least 600-700 new hookups.


Dave Griffin is to provide a map or description of Phase II for the next council meeting.


MOVED BY COUNCILMEMBER MONTANYE, SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER JOHNSTON TO PROCEED BEYOND 9:00 PM.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.


June 6th will be a public hearing before the Planning Commission and June 18th council meeting will include a public hearing on the critical areas ordinance amendment and growth boundary lines.  The City will also apply for a grant to finalize this process.

PUBLIC COMMENT:


Jerry Ream, 802 E. Court, asked about the replacement of the steel pipes on Garfield as he gets a lot of dirt.  


He reported he attended the hospital meetings on the helistop and believe after taking to the FAA that it should be heliport or helipad.  He also noted the hospital has lost 2 more employees  Pat Scarola and Julia Shirley and he doesn’t understand what is going on.  He complained about weeds and those were cut.  He noted that Jeff Teal also saw the problem first hand when the helicopter lifts off.  Additionally he expressed a concern about junk in the city.


Kitt Tallman, 329 Pipeline spoke on behalf of the Klickitat Valley Health Services Employees Union and requested a resolution of support in their contract negotiations.

Chad Mitchell also a member of the Klickitat Valley Health Services Employees Union requested support for them.


Ken McKune, 519 E. Broadway, would like to have a new ordinance restricting boom boxes and loud mufflers from disturbing the peace and an ordinance for the qualified disabled to have discounted water rates.  It was noted an ordinance for qualified disability discounts for water is being worked on.


MOVED BY COUNCILMEMBER MONTANYE, SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER JOHNSTON TO ADJOURN THE MEETING.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.  The meeting adjourned at 9:30 PM.
