DEPARTMENT REPORTS


Chief Johnson noted he is checking into getting a ladder or new fire truck.  He is looking into cost of the truck and would more than likely use the fire truck reserve account to purchase it.  The truck that needs replacing is around a 1978 and the requirements of a ladder truck are very important standard that must be met.  He will keep Council informed.

In the police department, the Chief informed Council that he has relocated his office and will be using the old space as a training room. 

COUNCIL BUSINESS
Tourism Update
Greater Goldendale Chamber of Commerce President Len Crawford appeared to update Council on the events planned and progress made as the new event coordinator for the City.  Mr. Crawford noted that they have planned for the Blue Grass Festival, Home and Garden Show, 13 Mile Yard Sale, Festival of Wheels, ABATE, Community Days, and Washington Mounted Shooters.
Mr. Crawford stated that Carole Garner will be getting involved in the Home and Garden Expo and is bringing a great deal of experience to an event such as this.   Also, the Chamber has put together a meeting of all organizations at the Grange Hall to have a mini-fair of sorts  so the various organizations and businesses can take a look at the events and perhaps that will encourage more sponsorship and volunteerism.
Mr. Crawford presented renderings of Ekone Park and possible improvements that would better address the use of the park space in relation to event planning.   The drawings were presented on the stage and location of stage, low maintenance costs, and various other set-up possibilities. 
In was noted that Public works would handle digging and line placement on power and water.  With ordinance changes vendor locations become overnight camping site.  The cost of improvements would be approximately $8335.00.  With approximately $4100.00 appropriated as Public Works manpower and the remaining $4235.00 cost for materials, electrician, and supplies.
Ordinance Committee to address camping at the park in their meeting on Monday, February 9th at 6:00.  
Concurrence was given for the public works to begin working on improvements at the park.  Mr. Bellamy stated tourism dollars will be used for funding.

Mr. Crawford then requested that the City become a title sponsor for bluegrass festival.  He noted his belief that by the City sponsoring an event that the public would see that as a sign that the City does intend to continue with events.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Chuck Rice, NE High St. Goldendale WA – Current cable subscriber who is upset with the very poor service being received.  Would like to know what Council is doing about the situations.  City Administrator Larry Bellamy updated Mr. Rice on the current cable situation faced by the City.

Rapids Communication has become a defunct company and the company is now in the hands of Almega Corporation.   John Kusky is working on request to transfer cable and franchise the city has to his company. Because of the situation between Rapids and Almega there are any  number of issues the City must take care of and ordinance issues resolved before the transfer between Mr. Kusky and Almega can take place.  Mr. Bellamy noted he would like to have all the answers to the issues involved and take care of the transfer between Rapids/Almega and the Almega/Kusky at the same time; further, he is hoping this can all happen at the next council meeting.

It was requested that a special meeting be held on Monday prior to the Ordinance Committee Meeting to address the franchise agreement issues. Consensus was given  by Council to hold a special meeting prior to the Ordinance Committee meeting.

 The meeting was adjourned on a motion by Council Member Montanye, seconded by Council Member Johnston and carried unanimously.
