PRESENTATION: 

Stan Barnes with Bio Algene – Spoke at length on a proposal due by March 13th to DOE on.  This proposal

Would allow for development on a site located in Goldendale for a plant that would cultivate algae in

Wastewater for biofuel.  He is requesting the ability to work with Larry on locating the site and sub-

mitting the proposal for by the 13th.  There are a number of unknowns but it could open the door for

industry, growth, and employment in Goldendale.

There is a large segment of this proposal that is directly affected by PSE.  The City will depend on a level of support by PSE, further PSE is a critical element as CO2 provider.  Mr. Barnes reiterated there is much about the process that needs to be done but the first major component is that the City get the application in by March 13th.  Timelines and processes after that can be updated to Council on an issue basis.  Mr. Barnes requested that Council at least give consensus to Mr. Bellamy to proceed with the application process and then Council can be updated/involved as each step progresses.

Concurrence by Council for Larry to prepare an application and submit by March 13th was given.
DEPARTMENT REPORTS:

FIRE DEPT – PSD Johnson informed Council that he would be attending a workshop in Selah for a grant workshop.  The grant opportunities available for fire are many and he believes with appropriate knowledge on submitting grant proposals would give the dept a better opportunity to obtain funding for a lot of the equipment and gear that needs to be updated so badly.  Chief Johnson also told Council that the EDA selected their proposal to be funded.  The Fire Dept will be receiving $11,800.00 towards turn-out gear that is desperately in need of replacement.
POLICE DEPT – PSD Johnson let Council know that the COPS grant program is up and running again.  The COPS grant program allows for a 3-yr fully funded position.  It can be used as replacement funding or new hire.  He noted that everyone will be out for the money but would like to try and get the 10th officer for Goldendale rehired.  The only requirement is the money cannot be used to pay for existing positions.

Chief Johnson spoke to Council on the need to retire “Chico.”  Chico has been in service for the City for a number of years and it is time for his retirement.  The 2009 budget has an appropriation for a replacement canine and the dept is looking for a good replacement.  One has been located that would cost the City $7500.  It is a trained two-year old working dog.  Chief requested consensus to pursue this canine.  It would be for a 30 day trial period to ensure the office and dog could work together.  There would be no money out of pocket until such time that the City accepts the dog.  Consensus was given.

PWD Keith Grundei -  reminded Council of the water committee meeting next week.  Costs have been received on some of the amounts to work at Ekone Park.  Williams Electric bid $6607.00 for electrical work, the PUD gave an estimate of $788.00 to run heavier wire and changing amp panel.  None of these costs include time and labor of the City.  Materials from the City will run around $1300.00, overall we are looking at an estimate of $8,700.00 for the total job.  Further we are about a year out because of the permitting process such as JARPA, Storm Water permit, etc that need to be handled.
PWD Grundei also spoke with Council on the possibility of renting a fair booth.  Cost to rent is $150.00.  Mr. Grundei believes this would allow for the City to be in the public eye as well as answer questions the citizens may have and just be available.  An event like this also meets some of the requirements that come with the many grants the City applies for.
COUNCIL BUSINESS:

G1 – Dispatch Agreement -The City of Goldendale previously passed a dispatch agreement.  Upon review by the County they determined the format needed to be changed thereby creating a new Interlocal Agreement.  The County did not make any material changes that might effect passing the agreement.
A motion  by Council Member Johnston,  seconded by Council Member Montanye, to authorize the Mayor to execute the revised Interlocal Agreement for Communications/Dispatch services between the City of Goldendale and Klickitat County.
