PRESENTATIONS:
Len Crawford, Greater Goldendale Chamber of commerce presented information to Council on the Community Planning Workshop to be held on April 25th from 9:00-4:30.  The workshop is intended for community businesses and organizations alike.  The workshop is intended to deal with the number of issues facing the City from employment to tourism.
deal with any number of issues facing the city.  Advertising for the event will begin April 1st.  The Chamber expects to work with the City on all aspects of the workshop from location, to agendas, to meals and refreshments to be served.  The Chamber requests that all council members available please attend.
DEPARTMENT REPORTS:

Police Dept- PSD Chief Johnson noted the new canine was picked up.  He seems to be adjusting well – black shepard – smaller framed-and is faster than Chico.  His name is Timber.  Capital Outlay request for Timber will be presented at the April 6th Council meeting.

Grant application for COPS is open today.  This was the grant spoken of at the last meeting. Application will be filled out and submitted.  

The City budgeted to replace a new vehicle in the rotation and a used vehicle.  The City has an opportunity to purchase a 2002 Crown Vic from Portland for $3100.00.  The City will need Public Works mechanic to replace the center console with our existing unit but otherwise no further maintenance will be needed.

Questions arose on what the process is for retiring Chico and bringing Timber on shift. Chief Johnson stated that Officer Wyzykowski and Timber will have to go through team training to be certified.  Said certification should be complete by June – Chico will then be phased out with exception of drug work.  In October or November Timber will go to drug training and upon certification Chico is retired.  The former handler, in our case that is Lt. Bartkowski, assumes all expenses and responsibility.  The City will also prepare and execute a Declaration of Surplus to be signed by the Mayor.  This declaration will outline the process that is followed in the retirement of a canine.  Further, it was noted that an agreement will also be put in place that outlines the City’s and Officer Wyzykowksi’s responsibility to Timber.  The agreement will be something that Council will need to approve.
PWD Keith Grundei directed the Council’s attention to his memo on purchasing a Ho-Pac and a Soft Start Switch at the WWTP.  WUE program and goals require setting a public hearing date for public comment and Keith requested the public hearing be scheduled for April 6th.  Water Committee me on the 9th of march and has directed Keith and Larry to revise the existing ordinance on water rates to incorporate a water rate structure which promotes water conservation and bring it to council for consideration which will require a public hearing at some point.
Mr. Grundei then presented Council with maps of the proposed Ekone Park Improvements.  He stated he had met with NRCS on the various slope erosion and shoreline issues.  The City has a preliminary topo map prepared by Pioneer Surveying and NRCS knows that we will handle the permitting and they will likewise assist with the additional topo map work.
