DEPARTMENT REPORTS:
7:18:08 PM 
POLICE DEPT - Police Chief, Rick Johnson introduced Timber the police department’s newest member, a 2 ½ year old, black shepherd going through training with Chris Wyzyowski, pretty much on a daily basis.  Currently Timber looks like he could pass most of the certifications.  He does needs more training hours.  His current training is for patrol.  In the winter time he will be trained for narcotic detection.  Then we will be retiring our current canine Chico when Timber is ready.  Timber is completely on the job whenever commands are given by handler.  Training is done at schools, industrial park, all city parks, buildings on main street, anywhere in the city.  Timber currently is training for weapons, approximately 6 to 8 hours a day.  Evidence recovery will also be part of his training and is in the process now.  Patrol work is tracking and bite work.

The City Police Department is working with the health department regarding a trailer home located in the 200 block of Sentinel.  The police are working with the actual homeowner of the property who is not residing on the property.  The place is an eyesore and vermin infested.  The health department has given 5 days to take action or the property will be posted for no trespassing and as a health hazard.  We are working to have the house completely torn down.  All the assessments have been done from the outside of the property only.  The owners are helping us and trying to have the occupant (her sister) removed from the property to have it torn down.  The letter has been received by the city police and city building inspector.
FIRE DEPT -  As for fire department business, we had C Western come down and do fitting for gear.  We are still waiting for EDA (Economic Development Association) letter to give permission to expend the money for the gear.   One of the warrants was for a fire hose to Clackamus County Fire District who is on a cooperative district to be able to buy at a much bigger discount.  This proved to be a good savings for our fire department.  We are expecting $11,700.00 for the bunker gear from the EDA.  We are looking at purchasing 7 to 8 sets of gear.  If there is money left over, but not able to make another set of gear we will submit a request to use for other equipment/supplies rather than turn back unused funds.

PUBLIC WORKS – Keith Grundei - The Mayor approved the monitoring agreement with Plateau Archlogical Investigations.  This is the same company that did our archlogical survey and prepared our unanticipated discovery plan, which we have sent to Department of Archlogical and Historical Preservation for their approval.  That is the last piece of environmental monitoring.  The recommendation from their survey was that we monitor 2,550 lineal feet in about 5 or 6 segments.  Their estimate was for $4,596.00.  They may over run it because the trips are what ran it over last year.
On the 31st of March we had our pre construction conference, everything went very well.  Hopefully they are going to start around the 13th.  The city’s attorney is required to sign the contract documents and at this point there is an issue with some of the language on the payments and performance bonds, that our city attorney is not comfortable in signing.  Larry Bellamy, City Administrator, said that right now it seems to be of an issue of how Jim Smith Excavating has the ability to do business in Washington State.  
On March 26th, at Ekone Park’s gazebo a nine year old girl stepped through the floor of gazebo.  She was not hurt.  Public works replaced the board. Bert and I were just over there the week before walking all over the gazebo. When we were under the gazebo the week before the center of that floor does sag 3 ½ inches from the outside. The size of the gazebo is about 12’ to 15’ radius.  We don’t have it in the budget to tear it up and put in the needed support.  The roof has some rot but could last 2 more years.  Tom Cuff asked if it’s worth our time to get a bid to get it fixed?  Probably.  
Concurrence by Council for Keith to get some quotes on fixing the gazebo, for next council meeting.
Larry and Keith met with Apollo Heating and Cooling to evaluate city hall to estimate fixing heating and cooling issues in city hall building.  They basically said we think you need a new package inside and out and estimated $60,000.00.
Mid Columbia, which is Floyd Weise, a local person.  Floyd’s opinion is that we do have enough tonnage and the three compressor units still have 10 years of life left.  Police department zone has no heat.  Floyd said he could replace heaters and reroute duct work for zones and insulate ducts, and then when we’re done you’ve got to get that whole ceiling insulated.  Floyd can fix the police channel zone for $600.  PUD came by and did an inspection and she spoke to the insulation, as well.  Gary Hoctor would like to recommend to have Floyd look at the heating units and insulate the duct work.  Keith asked if we have to go out for a bid on something like this?  Larry if it’s over $7,500.00.  It can be a pretty simple bid format by someone off your small works roster.  City hall does have some concerns with ADA doors and issues. 8:00:55 PM  The furnaces need replaced, the compressors are okay.  The police department will use space heaters for awhile.  Fixing estimate will be brought to next city council meeting to discuss again.

The consensus is to get a ball park figure from Floyd to fix the heating and air conditioning.  
There is a lack of storage in city hall.  The police department evidence and other records space is not enough.  Gary mentioned paperless.  City hall may be able to do something like that, but police department has to keep for evidence and hard copies.  In looking around the city hall building the idea of changing could include the council room.  The thought is wall off the back end of the council room to turn into storage room.  By doing that re-arrange council seating on back wall raised up.  Use new wall as screen for power point presentations.  Tom Cuff hesitates to see chambers get smaller.  Gary Hoctor felt it wouldn’t be too bad.   Rick Johnson will continue looking into storage ideas. 8:00:44 PM (backed up to heater issue, see above)

G2 - Bowling Alley Cabaret License Application - Consideration for Bowling Alley Cabaret license application and attached map submitted for council review.  Ben Scribner, manager/proprietor, presented that he is planning on having a PG13 rated performance along the same lines of burlesque.  Ben has been approach by a troop to use the bowling alley as a venue for their burlesque performance.  Mayor, where would it take place in the bowling alley?  Ben, a stage along side lane 12.  Will there be any partial nudity?  Ben, this is where I have trouble explaining, it’s embarrassing I admit.  These performances have been performed in establishments that have liquor license, however, I am only licensed for beer, which allows for minors to come in and be monitored.  Areola is covered and certain parts of the rear section as described by the liquor control board.  The entertainers will dress according with the liquor control board standards.  The city ordinance also follows the Washington State liquor control board rules as well.   No one under the age 18 will be allowed to attend and will be ID’d at the door and monitor the alcohol consumption.  Tom Cuff, I don’t think we need this.  Clint always felt the bowling alley to be a family affair and doesn’t like it.  Ben said, this is a stage show separated from customers set aside for Friday nights.  It is getting harder to survive business on bowling alone.  There has been interest for alternative entertainment.  Joe Abbot, we’ve set the rules/ordinances and he’s met the requirements and I don’t see how we can say no.  Ben said, maybe once per month appearance.  Rick Johnson, we will have police entering and monitoring.  Rick, for the cabaret license itself, this fits.  Rick Johnson, will do further research under the Adult Entertainment ordinance to see if any of this falls under other licensing requirements.   Rick Johnson, suggest that Ben wait until after next council meeting when the adult entertainment ordinance can be researched and further discussed at the next council meeting.  Tabled until April 20, 2009 city council meeting.
