DEPARTMENT  REPORTS

POLICE DEPT – Police Chief, Rick Johnson – reported that he met with the Goldendale ABATE Group last Friday, as well as, meetings with the Sheriff’s Office the last two weeks.  The meeting last Friday was to discuss the parade they are planning for downtown.  ABATE did get permission and rider’s insurance through the state, so they could go across Broadway and block Broadway for their route.  They still have not received permission from the State Patrol to ride in the parade, without their helmets.  The date for this event is June 18, 19, and 20, Father’s Day weekend.  Their ride-in is Thursday. They will have music Thursday, Friday and Saturday nights along with events during those days to be held out at the Fairgrounds. There will be community poker rides outside of the city.  The parade will be Saturday, June 20th.  People must be 21 years or older for the activities at the Fairgrounds.  
This weekend was the first weekend with nice weather and it showed.  There were three or four fights downtown, but City Police staff were able to handle situations just fine.   
The Spokane ABATE Club was here in Goldendale to meet with the local ABATE Club to discuss the June weekend event.

The police department is also trying to jump on board with the Klickitat County Sheriff’s office for a grant for crime technology.

FIRE DEPT – Klickitat County Economic Development Grant interlocal agreement came in today.  Rick will contact the dealer for purchases of turn-out gear.  We are also in the process of notifying past members for not showing up for meetings and/or participation.  
PUBLIC WORKS – Public Works Director, Keith Grundei reported bids for the Vibratory Plate Compactor attachment also known as Ho-Pac were; Pape Machinery out of Yakima, $8,844 and Halton Tractor Co. out of Portland; $5,673.  We’ve decided to go with the low bid of $5,673 because it fits City’s public works needs.
Gazebo bids include; McClellan Construction, not sure if he’s including prevailing wages, his bid is $4,903.  Dan Rhoades/Cabin Homes bid is; $10,000.  Stanley Vanhorn’s bid if $21,000.  Gazebo reconstruction needs to be completed by May 29th, the date of the Bluegrass Festival.  McClellan has included all details in his bid and it is the consensus of the council to proceed with McClellan Construction.
Phase II of the City’s water project started last week.  One small glitch resulted in a change order for the project.  All else seems to be on schedule as planned and Jim Smith’s Excavating are proceeding and very professional.

Council Member, Joe Abbott – The home and garden show was GREAT!

Council Member, Clint Baze – Jerry Reams was showing the poor condition of the route people in wheel chairs, living in the assisted living apartments, near the hospital, were having to use to get to Dehart’s. I’d like to know how much in the last two years collected taxes have been spent on road maintenance.  The repercussion is that I won’t renew registrations.
Jane Alford, 402 Sanders Way – I was under the assumption this was the meeting to discuss car tax.  Are there weight restrictions in the city?  We the people of Goldendale are paying to fix streets that big rigs are using and wearing down.  Rick, Safety Director, stated that streets are posted with weight limit signs.

James McAndie, 111 E. Court – I would like to suggest more signs to bring people into Goldendale.  Signs that mention the museum, river, parks, etc…  Maybe investing in a nicer looking Ekone Park sign.  Parks are a shining example of cities, so it’s good to hear we are fixing up Ekone Park.
Gaywood Paul, 920 Post St. – I compliment the efforts for street improvements.  The $20 plate fee to property owners, however, have their plus and minus.  Disadvantages are renters are temporary, out of state renters pay nothing.  I feel the best local street improvements should be LID that pays, like on Post Street.  Thank you.

James McAndie, 111 E. Court – The city needs slow kid signs.

John Currie, 130 E. Darland, small repair businessman - Every street and road are in need of repair, but take peoples money in this way, that is going to hurt.  I’ll have to raise my rates.  When is it going to quit?
