DEPARTMENT REPORTS   7:03:20 PM
PUBLIC WORKS – Public Works Director, Keith Grundei reported a request from Judy Waldal, currently living in Battleground and fixing up a house in Goldendale located south of our Railroad property.  Judy feels that the Railroad property would make a wonderful park and would like to plant trees; two Honey Locusts and one Red Maple.  Judy will plant, stake and water them.  She would plant them about 30 feet east of Doubravsky’s fence 30 feet apart.  The trees are 7 to 8 feet tall and in the future she would like to plant some Birch trees little further north along the same line.  She wants to create a park.  It was explained to Judy that the city hasn’t decided what they are going to do with the Railroad property and that the City would appreciate three trees to be planted at any of our existing parks.  Judy really wants to plant them on the Railroad property, therefore, I am passing her request on.  
It is the Council’s consensus that Keith will make it clear to Judy Waldal that the City does not know yet what is going to happen with the property.  The City may sell it, the City may develop it, anything could happen and if she is willing to take that risk that is okay with the City. 
One other request is from Frank Childs.  Frank has been working with Mitch Ketchum, Maintenance Supervisor for Maryhill Museum.  Frank Ketchum is performing work at the Maryhill Museum and has installed a lot of waterlines there, including a hookup for a fire hydrant, but they do not have a fire hydrant and were wondering if the City had an old fire hydrant in workable condition and would we donate it to the museum.  The City is salvaging hydrants currently and we certainly could make sure they have one if it’s okay with Council?  After some discussion it is the consensus of the City Council to provide a fire hydrant to the Maryhill Museum.
COUNCIL BUSINESS  7:08:32 PM
Swine Permit Application – Levi Knopes, 311 West Darland, presented his request to keep his 4-H pig at the location of his residence, which will end once the 2009 Klickitat County Fair has ended.  He presented a written statement the swine will be housed in a fenced area on the N.E. corner of the standard sized lot, with an enclosed area as well.  Levi states that the nearest neighbor is located approximately 30 feet from the area of which the swine is to be house.

Neighbors located at 305, 310, & 315 West Darland have all provided statements approving of said swine.  However, a statement provided by the neighbor located at 310 West Collins states concerns regarding smell from manure and the possiblity of the Knopes purchasing and housing more than one swine. 
During Levi’s presentation at the City Council meeting he verbally stated that he is looking to house the pig for only for this year and that he will be cleaning the pig pen as often as needed.  Levi’s father stated that the manure is hauled away.
A motion by Council Member Mike Montanye, seconded by Council Member Clint Baze, to approve the swine permit application, granting permission to Levi Knopes to keep one (1) swine as his 4-H Project, on the N.E. Corner of his residential lot located at 311 West Darland, for a period not to exceed August 23, 2009, the last day of the Klickitat County Fair.

Clerk-Treasurer Appointment Confirmation 

The position of Clerk-Treasurer was advertised as required and all applications were reviewed.  Certain qualified applicants were interviewed by a nine-person interview committee after which the committee unanimously recommended the Mayor appoint Shannon Crocker as the City’s Clerk-Treasurer.

The decision to appoint Ms. Crocker was made based on ability, training and experience.  A letter extending a conditional offer was typed up on May 9, 2009, and was accepted and signed by Ms. Crocker on that same date.  Start date will be June 8, 2009 with compensation of $4,681.63 per month, which is Step E of the salary grid for the position of Clerk-Treasurer, less legally required or authorize d deductions.
Larry Bellamy, City Administrator, introduced Shannon Crocker, who was in attendance of the City Council meeting.

REPORT OF OFFICERS AND CITY ADMINISTRATOR
Mayor reported from the last council meeting of May 4, 2009, that she overlooked the reading of the “Proclamation of the Aging” and apologized and then read the proclamation in full and “Proclaimed” the Month of May 2009 as “Older American’s Month”. 
Larry Bellamy, City Administrator, reported through a memo the Economic Development Activities, Planning Activities, Building/Code Enforcement and Personnel Activities current statuses.  

Larry also reported that the Fiddlin’ Under the Stars; Goldendale Bluegrass, Wine, & Art Festival in taking place May 29 and 30, under the coordination of the Chamber of Commerce.  The park gazebo renovations are going well and will be ready for the event.
Larry presented a request from the United Methodist Church to serve breakfast at the Bluegrass Festival, Saturday morning for a donation.  The Church is requesting the City Council to waive the fee for use of Sector D/kitchen area of E’Kone Park?  

Brian Wandlass presented for the United Methodist Church that all proceeds go to a program called “Backpacks for Kids”, we are currently providing 250 packs per week.  The backpacks are filled with food products for the weekend for low income children.  
It is the consensus of the City Council to waive the $50.00 park use fee for this service.  
PUBLIC COMMENTS

David Kelly, Department of Aging Representative - Thank you for reading the “Proclamation for the Aging”.  David commended Goldendale on its transportation and services for the elderly provided for the elderly in the City.
Issac Carmickle, 927 North Grant – requested road report and received it.  Issac would like to see the .2% sales tax go in to improve roads and he feels the community will support that as well.  He does not agree with the $20 fee and feels the community does not want it either.
Rusty  McKune, 529 West Burgen – I have been a Goldendale resident since 1963.  Commended the City for doing the water system, it’s been longtime coming.  Rusty is not in favor of the license fee, but in favor of the small sales tax increase to improve streets.
