DEPARTMENT REPORTS  7:05:06 PM 
PUBLIC WORKS – Public Works Director, Keith Grundei, reported striping of city streets started today and will finish up tomorrow.   Keith reported on the Waterline Project and two change orders; 1) Had to add a tapping sleeve at the northwest corner of intersection of Pipeline and Third, which included additional labor.  The original plans said there should have been a “T” there, but wasn’t one in reality and therefore, the change order of $3,129.   2) As a result of the East Central Neighborhood Improvement, that will start in September 2009, it is necessary to relocate meters, and approximately 54 meters will be moved behind sidewalks to get ready for new sidewalks and streets.  Trenches will be graveled until Grant Street improvements are completed and paved.   Total change orders $8,608, but will be recovered later when paving sidewalks and streets.  Waterline project is making pretty good progress.

POLICE DEPARTMENT – Reggie Bartkowski, reported that the Bluegrass Festival police activity to be for minor with only four calls.  Fairly minor issues; One disorderly person, intoxicated and harassing people so police escorted him out of the park.  The main problem was open containers from people just trying to walk around with their alcoholic beverages while enjoying the festival .  People were allowed inside their RV’s and RV location.  Len Crawford from the Chamber of Commerce did make an announcement over the loud speaker which eliminated about 80% of this issue and most people were willing to comply.  Next year we can be more specific to open container liquor control.  There was some small vandalism such as tipping porta potties.  We did have campers on Sunday morning take baths in the river naked.  We will note that as well for next year.  The RV set-up and festival set-up overall went fairly well.  No noise complaints.

REPORT OF OFFICERS AND CITY ADMINISTRATOR
Joe Abbott – Want to say thanks to Andy O’Connor for his assistance last week with video store/ice cream shop plumbing advice and getting through the process of making sure everything was right. 
Tom Cuff – I noticed in the minutes from June 1st, 2009 there was talk about license fee and a comment of “no direction given”.  I assume there was talk about alternatives?   What about the sales tax option?   Larry Bellamy, yes a .2% added tax is an option.  It does have to go to the community for a vote.   Larry also described procedures on what would have to happen to set-up a vote for .2%.  

City council gave direction to Larry Bellamy, City Administrator, to go ahead and set-up ordinance for Transportation Benefit District in order to proceed toward .2% tax vote.  Plus begin the process and set out the time frame.  Larry felt it would raise about $100,000 per year, if the vote was yes for a .2% tax.

Larry displayed East Central Neighborhood Improvement project map and went over some details.  He mentioned some increased revenues in 2009 and to utilize these revenues for the best outcome by adding an engineering package to develop plans for an alternate bid package in addition to our Central Neighborhood Improvement project.   We would like to use the increased revenues in the streets.  The piece we would like to add is to include the 700 block of east main and east court, Garfield, 600 block of east main, and pieces of Chatfield and Wilbur.  Ultimately  have three added alternate bids.  To include streets, sidewalks, curbs and gutters.  We have asked Pioneer to give us an estimate.

Steve Johnston would like to commend Larry Bellamy, on the 10 year street/road improvement report that was shared with him by Isaac Carmichael.

PUBLIC COMMENT
Ken Simms, 403 E Court – Commented on the street project no one knew about?  He commented on problems with easement and how he felt it grew 3 times.  He stated the property line is questionable.  He felt the taking out of trees was unfair. He commented that the easement cut 3 feet into his front yard.  Ken felt his neighbors were unaware of what was going on?  Ken would like a meeting regarding what is happening with our streets.  Ken didn’t feel anyone uses the sidewalks in Goldendale.  Can we get a meeting?

Larry Bellamy, City Administrator clarified that there are two projects going on; The Ken is discussing above is the waterline replacement project on East Court in the 400 block.  The second project is the East Central Neighborhood Project only in the planning stages that may begin in September or October.  The plans will be shared with community for questions and answers prior to that project beginning.  Keith Grundei, reported that there was public notice given in the newspaper, including a ½ page advertisement.  Keith reported that the meetings were attended by three people.    
Ken Simms, feels he was not been notified regarding the projects.  

Keith Grundei, apologized about the Right-of-way and that the trees will have to be removed for the improvement of the streets and sidewalks.

Lucille Beevis representing the Chamber of Commerce.  Thank you to the city for the park enhancements.  The campers were a little unhappy the water was shut off early Sunday.  All in all it was a great Bluegrass Festival.  
Keith Grundei, reported that E’Kone Park was very clean this morning.
