Chamber of Commerce Tourism Report:

President, Len Crawford reported, along with a one-page handout, regarding the 2009 Bluegrass Festival completed status.  The turn out was better than anticipated with 32 vendors which included five to six wineries.  The Chamber has received commitments for next year.  The Chamber received comments on the park enhancements and layout of the park.  It was estimated that 1,601 people attended, which tripled last year’s attendance.  Total revenue was $9,521.00.  There was a $5 admission Friday, which paid for both days entry, if you brought a can food item you were only charged $3.  Can food items were then donated to local food bank. Please see hand out for more details.  Next year the Chamber would like to expand the art side of the festival.  There is some concern that the Bluegrass Festival may grow too big to be held in E’kone Park.  

DEPARTMENT REPORTS    7:13:43 PM 
POLICE DEPARTMENT  - Police Chief, Rick Johnson, reported on the up and coming ABATE motorcycle event coming to Goldendale this weekend, June 18, 19 and 20.  The ride-in will start Thursday and vendors will begin set-up starting Wednesday. On Friday ABATE has set-up a poker ride from Goldendale to Klickitat grade, to Lyle, Wishram, up by windmills and coming back to town.  We are expecting up to 1,000 people/visitors.  Saturday, June 18th, is the parade through town ending at fairgrounds.  There will be a car / bike show at the fairgrounds.  There is an admission to get into the fairgrounds.  Goldendale Police Department is partnering up with the Sheriff’s department for security coverage.  Goldendale Police Department has increased personnel for Friday and Saturday.
Tomorrow, June 16, the Police Department and School District will be performing an “active shoot” training at the middle school.  The Middle school received a grant to involve teachers and students along with the police.  The active shoot will start at 8:30 a.m. and end at about 1:00 p.m.  It will be treated as an actual Police response.  
PUBLIC WORKS – Director, Keith Grundei, wanted to clarify from last meeting regarding open houses/public notice regarding the East Central Neighborhood Improvement Project and 2009 water line project.  Keith had made a statement that we had two open houses for water line projects.  Actually, the 2nd open house will happen when the project plans are ready.   We just received completed plans for the East Central Neighborhood Improvement Project.  City Public Works has scheduled a June 23rd, 7:00 p.m. open house on East Central Neighborhood Improvement  and water line project.  
Public works replaced old steel water lines located on Mill Street, that were leaking heavily. I have to say our city guys did a pretty good job and the trench was paved today.
Keith opened discussion regarding the existing E’kone Park sign located off Broadway.  Keith feels that the sign could be better. Keith suggested to replace with the existing sign with a standard park recreation sign to say E’kone Park and Little League Park.  Council members also suggested on getting a hold of Bob Jeffers to make a nicer wood type sign.  It was discussed that the golf course and fairground signs are the standard brown metal recreational signs.  Maybe put the more elaborate sign nearer the entrance of the park.  Mike Montanye volunteered to contact Bob Jeffers regarding making an E’kone Park sign and will let the council know what he finds out.  It was the consensus of the council to put the standard brown recreational sign off of Broadway and the more elaborate one down nearer the park entrance.

Goldendale Horseshoe Pitching Club waiver request:
Jim Link, presented his appeal of the “E’Kone Park fee charged” for the use of the horse shoe pits of the park.  Jim explained that he and the Goldendale Horseshoe Pitching Club is trying to revitalize the sport of horseshoeing.  Jim is seeking council support for Horseshoe Pitching courts.  Jim explained in detail how he and volunteers built the courts with the city assistance of purchasing the required materials and trees.   There was a $1,000 Grant received by the National Horseshoe Pitching Foundation to maintain and run tournaments.  We do ask the City to move the existing porta potties to the area of the courts, mow the grass and move picnic tables each time a tournament is held in the park.  When tournaments are held special raffles are held to help support the tournament expenses.  The Club is required and does keep the courts within HPH compliance rules to hold tournaments.  Club advertises in the local Newspaper, the Goldendale Sentinel.  There is a August doubles tournament and a Memorial Day Tournament held.  Each tournament will bring in approximately 38 pitchers and 50 people in all.  Jim and the Club does the upkeep of the courts, because City Public Works do not have the knowledge to keep the courts in compliance with tournament regulations.  A year ago, the courts weren’t mowed.  Mr. Bellamy brought down his personal mower and helped Jim mow the grass.  Jim felt donating time to upkeep did not take away from the City Public Work duties.  Mayor, Arletta Parton stated that she felt it’s unfair to ask the City to waive the fee.  Council Member, Steve Johnston stated he felt it’s not going to break the bank and I think it’s a fair trade off.
A motion by Council Member Mike Montanye, seconded by Council Member Tom Cuff, to waive the use fee for a year at a time for the Goldendale Pitching Club to maintain and use E’Kone Park pitching courts for the rest of 2009.
