DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Police Department, Police Chief Rick Johnson, reported an injury accident with a dump truck and car.  The Bike Show reported no issues.  The bikes and people were running in and out of town, but no calls that related to any bike related issues.  Saturday night was slow in town.  A couple of locals not related to bike show that had issues.  Police were at the bike show fairgrounds venue quite a bit.  An after Action was scheduled for later this week with Abate to go over the event.  Businesses did well, restaurants not as well.  Active shooter training at the High School was a success.  In our planning for next year we may expand out into the courthouse.  The Fourth of July went alright.  We had two calls at the high school for shooting fireworks and the fire department able to respond and moved them off the grounds.  Five Fire Department members were out watching the community.  
Public Works, Director Keith Grundei, reported a lot of the Fire Works activity in WWII Park and Keith spoke with Grounds Supervisor, Bert Oswalt regarding clean up and he reported that someone had already cleaned it up.  The Third Street well property eyesore water tanks are gone.  Mr. Farrer has removed them.  On June 23rd we had our East Central Water Improvement Project Public meeting.  About 30 people attended and the biggest point was losing trees.  The 2009 waterline project is slightly ahead of schedule with completion around 1st of November.   We’ve had two change orders to date; the first is an additional $3,100.00, the second change order which dealt with the up coming East Central Neighborhood Project of moving meters.  We’re not replacing sidewalks or paving trenches in that area until finalization of both projects that essentially saved $8,600.  So the original project price was $1,552,000.00 and right now it is $1,542,000,000.00.  We will be seeing a change order 3 for along Schuster Street, south side of primary school, storm line was not under the curb and came out where water line was to go.  So change order three is in process in the amount of about $21,000.00.

REPORT OF OFFICERS AND CITY ADMINISTATOR

The question is do we want to make additional comments about the conditional use application?
