DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Police Department, Police Chief, Rick Johnson, reported that the new town pub, Barred Rock Pub & Grub, requested outside seating through the state liquor board.  One of the requirements is to own or lease the property.  The issue is that the pub does not own the sidewalk or lease, therefore, they must have approval from the city to conduct business on the sidewalk, plus a special permit from state liquor board for outside the establishment.  The City Police was aware of this non-approved seating and therefore shutdown the outside of the establishment for not having outside seating liquor license.  Community days went fine.  This year’s community days parade was the longest since Rick has been here.  This year the City required to have an animal waste scooper to immediately follow the parade, which worked out well. The Courthouse lawn vendors and activities were set-up well for traffic and activity flow, compared to previous years.  Things are going well.
Public Works, Director, Keith Grundei, reported that the water project is progressing pretty much on schedule.  There has been three more change orders since last council meeting.  Change order #3 details the purchase of 1,040 feet of pipe, which was left over from the project last year resulting in a deduction of $4,270.76.  Change order #4 deals with Schuster Street from around the South entrance to the Primary School, north to the old railroad bed.  The storm drain line was in conflict with the placement of the new water line. We called Rural Development and explained the problem, they said they would pay for it since it was a conflict with a water line.  In addition, a replacement sidewalk ramp area will be constructed.  The changes resulting in a total cost of $17,522.50.  Change order #5 was due to inaccurate mapping.  Our mapping indicated a 6” pvc line running on Wilbur from Main to Allyn and when we came to make the tie- ins the lines proved to be steel lines so we went ahead and replaced 554 feet more of waterline.  Along with the additional re-surfacing on that, total cost will be $18,732.95.  Original contract was $1,552,696.68 after the five change orders to date the total is $1,579,202.46 and approximate difference of $27,000.00.  
Fire Department, Rick Johnson reported that on July 6th, 2009, Bert Oswalt and Doug Frantum from City Public works taught the to City Fire Fighters at the City Fire Hall on the use of fire hydrants and internal workings of the hydrants.  They also provided training for the new fire truck water pumps and set-up procedures that will maintain water pressure.  Fire Fighter members from Rural 7 were in attendance for hydrants as well.  We are going to try and do more trainings with Rural 7 so that there is more back and forth training between the two departments to work together better.

Discussion regarding expansion of Redrock Quary by Edgar 


Holbrook
Edgar Holbrook has been invited and in attendance for questions.  The existing quary is located in the county and not in the city.  Council Member Mike Montanye felt this may not be a city issue.  Council Member Gary Hoctor felt that the city shouldn’t be dragged into it.  The city did prepare a written comment regarding the usage of City roads and the potential visual impact to the city and submitted it the Klickitat County.  Some citizens including Council Member Steve Johnston say the visual from the city limits could be a concern.  Council Member Tom Cuff feels the pit is out of compliance with the existing county permit.

Edgar Holbrook presented some clarification.  You will have an opportunity on August 3, 2009, to express concerns.  A couple of things, one, the acreage has increased from 60 acres to 111 acres.  We are trying to do get on the same page of the county and state.  The current permit applied for is to straighten out boundary lines for state purposes.  There is no plan for the “G” to go away.  The property the “G” is on is not included in the permit.  This is housekeeping between county and state.  
Tom Cuff asked, how about the berm you can see from town?  
Edgar - In 1994 we were asked to create a visual barrier to not be able to see into the quary itself.  So you do see some mounded dirt that creates a visual barrier so not to see into the open quary itself.  Original agreement between Ty Ross and county it was required not to see any of the operation itself.  Our agreement includes changes that have been approved through the county process and we are making sure we are staying in compliance with those changes.  The state and county are not on the same page.  Are you in compliance with the county?  We are pretty close to being in compliance with the county, but not the state, because the state and county and cannot agree.  
Steve Johnson, this issue is between the state and county not the city.  Edgar feels there will no be no impact to city streets from the streets we are currently using.  Tom Cuff feels the jobs are very important to the community and stated he has no problem with the pit as long as it is permitted through the county and you keep it up as to the county regulations and do what’s right with the community of Goldendale.
