PRESENTATIONS:
Mike Hay – Odd Fellow Cemeteries 

Mike came before the Council and asked that the moratorium on wells be waived. The cemetery had their well tested and were told that they are getting about 17 gallons per minute out of a 100 gallon set up. They would like to fix the current well if possible or get a new one. 

The Council consensus was to go ahead with the well.

Traffic Safety Committee

Keith Grundei reported that the Traffic Safety Committee had met earlier and discussed speed limit changes. Due to an annexation to the City we now have 860 feet of N Columbus/Pine Forest Rd. The Committee would like to move the existing 30 mph sign out further and replace the 35 mph sign coming into town. The second sign is on Bickleton Highway. Approximately 250 feet East of Broadway is a speed limit sign that changes to 50. We would like to change this to a 30 mph sign so that people coming into town are slowing down before the overpass. The last one is on West Brooks; from Klickitat East about 2/3 of the way is a 15 mph sign. We would like to replace this sign with a 25 mph sign. Per the ordinance we need consensus from the Council to make these changes.

The Council consensus was for the speed limit signs to be changed

DEPARTMENT REPORTS:
Police Department – Public Safety Director, Rick Johnson reported Timber should be certified as a tracking dog sometime next week. He still has the drug training portion to go through, but training is right on schedule and Timber should be fully certified and Chico will go into retirement by the end of the year.

National Night Out was at the pool on the 4th and we had good attendance of kids but did not get as much participation from the older crowd. Next year we will move it back to the Court House lawn where we can be more visible.

Police and Fire Department will be at the Fair.  We will be pushing for volunteers for the Fire Department. There will also be 4 radio spots asking for volunteers. We did not get the cops grant and we are still waiting to hear on the Fire Truck grant.

Leandra Kessinger has been hired to do the inventory on the Fire Department with the goal to be complete by the end of the year,

Public Works – Public Works Director, Keith Grundei reported that as of a week ago the water project was 45% complete. There will be a major paving catch up scheduled for the 25th the day before school starts.

Two weekends ago eighteen sprinkler heads were damaged at the WWII Park. The estimated cost for repair is between five hundred dollars to seven hundred dollars, plus man-hours to install.

An ad has been placed for the Water System Plan Update and we have received a proposal from Pioneer Surveying and Engineering. Larry and Keith agreed they are qualified to do the job so the next phase is to come to an agreement on a price.

When water rates were last discussed, Clinton had a question as to how it will affect RV parks and motels so Keith provided information for Council to read over a see how it breaks out.

August 25th there will be a mandatory pre-bid meeting and September 1st is the bid opening for the East Central Neighborhood Project.

Council Member, Gary Hoctor questioned about the downed school zone sign on Simcoe Drive. Keith said the wind damaged it. It is being repaired and will be up before school starts.

City Administrator, Larry Bellamy gave a copy of the letter to the Washington State Department of Transportation regarding the request of the City Council to reduce the speed limit sign on Highway 142 between the intersection with Highway 97 to the intersection of Chatfield Street from 35 mph to 30 mph.

Report of Officers and City Administrator: Continued
The Parking Regulations Ordinance was reviewed by the Ordinance Committee last Monday. There were requests for some changes. Those changes have been made and will be submitted back to the Ordinance Committee. The Ordinance Committee will meet August 24th at 6:00 for final review and a report will be given to the City Council at the September 8th meeting.

A proposal was prepared by Coldwell Banker in response to the request for information by Insitu Corporation. A copy was submitted to go along with the Klickitat County Package, in addition a copy was hand delivered to them personally on August 14th.

A copy of the Community Planning Assistance Program Report was given to Council. This was the result of the Community meeting held in April. The Economic Development Committee also has the report and is willing to set up a community meeting to present these findings. There is going to be a special meeting on August 25th on how this should be presented back to the community.

The Public Works Department has a booth at the fair on water conservation. We have a lot of volunteers from our own City workers, so stop by and say hi. We appreciate their time and effort.
