Public Works – Public Works Director, Keith Grundei reported the water project is proceeding as scheduled without any big problems. Ekone Park has had a lot of vandalism and graffiti in the last couple of weeks. The crew spent Friday and today cleaning up graffiti off the gazebo, play equipment, and bathrooms. Rick Johnson said he is looking into a solar camera that is mounted about 20 feet up. They cost at around $7,000.00 apiece but in the long run it will probably pay for itself.

REPORT OF OFFICERS AND CITY ADMINISTRATOR
Council Member, Joe Abbott apologized for missing the Economic Development Meeting. He meant to let everyone know he would be on vacation. He will miss the meeting on the 30th as he has training in Salem.

Council Member, Clinton Baze would like something to be done about parking at the Glass Onion between the hedge and Darland St. If there is a car waiting to turn onto Columbus Ave there is no room for a car turning onto Darland. 

Council Member, Tom Cuff would like to see the communication between Council and the Police Department improved. He feels that everyone in town knew about the resent burglaries before the Council. Public Safety Director, Rick Johnson said that at each Council Meeting he gives a report to let Council know what is going on. He would be happy to inform Council any time and asked how they would like to be notified. There was no direction given from Council. Rick said when something big comes up he will make an attempt to make calls to Council.

City Administrator, Larry Bellamy reported that the Water Committee met at 6:00 today and reviewed three options for the water rate changes, taking into consideration the comments given by the public at the September 8th City Council Meeting. Option number three is the recommendation of the Water Committee. After Council has time to review this option, discussion will be at the next Council Meeting with hopes of moving forward in changing the ordinance for the water rate change.

Council was informed of the vacant position in the Administration Office. It has been advertised and we are moving forward in this process.

The Mayor and Department Heads met this morning to begin discussions about the 2010 budget. The Department Heads have given their input as to the capitol purchases they would like Council to consider. A proposed budget will be submitted at the October 5th Council Meeting and October 12th at 6:00 p. m. will be the first budget meeting.

PUBLIC COMMENT
Ken McEwen, 519 E Broadway: Questioned about the length of time before the meters are removed if the minimum rate is not paid. The ordinance is not written yet, but the discussion is they would be billed monthly and if after a year the bill has not been paid, then the meter would be removed.

Del Shuttleworth, 103 S Mill: The electric and gas company doesn’t charge if the meter is turned off. I think a full water bill is too much. Council explained it is not a full water bill but is in fact a base rate, which is the cost of keeping the system viable so you can have water.
