PRESENTATIONS
Klickitat Valley Health Services, MaLisa Mudgett, CEO presented an update on the requested rezoning of property to be included in the Medical Center District. 
To date, three of the five requirements have been met costing $7,300.00. The remaining requirements are estimated to cost approximately $45,000.00.
With the state of the current economy and other issues which could affect the next budget cycle, KVH is asking the Council to reconsider waiving the remaining rezoning requirements.

KVH is in a strategic planning process to determine the future of all the properties. The goal is to have a master facility plan in place within six months.
After much discussion Keith Grundei suggested to hold off making any decisions until KVH could present a long term plan.

Police Department – Public Safety Director, Rick Johnson reported that a couple of individuals were taken into custody over the weekend. The officers have been giving warnings on the new parking enforcement. One person has five junk vehicles and has until Friday to move them or they will be towed. We are in the process of trying to establish a reserve academy and possibly work with the Sheriff Office.
Public Works – Public Works Director, Keith Grundei reported that the 2009 Water Project is going well. As of last week they intend to pave Broadway this Friday.

The Mid-Columbia Economic Development District newsletter was provided highlighting the Ponderosa Motel loan funding.

Pending grant and outside funding requests were gone over. There are potentially three more funding applications for projects. The projects being discuss are, a facility Plan for a collection system on the Klickitat River, lower reservoir funding, and funding to work with the State during the Highway 142 paving project.
