PRESENTATIONS
Goldendale Chamber of Commerce – Len Crawford, President presented to the Council the first publication of the Greater Goldendale Area Chamber of Commerce Klickitat County, WA Economic Development & Tourism Magazine. 

The first Home and Garden Show held in April had 72 venders with over 2,500 people attending. Other events reported were Fiddlin’ Around the Stars, Goldendale Energy Expo, Community Days, Washington State Mounted Shooters, and the Festival of Wheels. All events will be sponsored again next year with the exception of the Mounted Shooters. With the amount of money spent and the attendance of the public it has been decided the money could be better spent somewhere else. The Festival of Wheels will be change to the Goldendale Wheels Festival as it has been confused with the Festival of Speed.

Another plan for next year is to get a billboard down on I84 with something like “See the stars, visit the past, discover art, and taste the wine.” Advertising will also be increased ranging from Portland to Seattle to Tri Cities.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Police Department – Public Safety Director, Rick Johnson reported burning permit applications have been coming in but they are not allowed to burn until November 1st.
