PRESENTATIONS
Klickitat County EDA Community Development Projects
Central Klickitat County Parks and Recreation District 7:04:59 PM 

Lori Anderson requested $8,634.64 to fund a new security system for the bathhouse and to replace the water heater for the wading pool.

The pool was broken into twice in the week of August 24, 2009 and again on October 26, 2009. Beyond the physical items that were stolen, the safety and security of the staff and customers were threatened. The cost of a complete security monitoring/alarm package with installation is $1,633.44.

In 2009 the wading pool was closed due to cold water temperatures. Many repairs were made but the heater is obsolete and replacement parts cannot be ordered. The cost of a replacement heater is $7,001.20.

IOOF and Masonic Lodge 7:13:01 PM 

Jack Runyan - In the Pioneer portion of the cemetery 52 headstones and several metal markers are in need of replacement. Most of the labor has been by volunteers but we would like to have a fund that we could draw from for repairs and expenses. The estimated cost is about $4,500.00.

Brighter Goldendale Christmas Committee 7:16:48 PM 
Julie Vance requested funds to replace 40 candy canes and the electrical wiring that has to be adapted to work with the new poles and to purchase lights for the trees on Main Street. Additional funds were also requested to replace the old speakers on Main Street. The total cost requested is $18,000.00.

Goldendale Fire Department 7:20:37 PM 
Marty Hudson requested funds to replace their Self Contained Breathing Apparatus (SCBA). There is $30,000.00 in the budget for next year. Each unit is $3,800.00 and additional air cylinders are $650.00 each. The need is for at least 10 units. Any assistance will be of great benefit to the department and safety of the firefighters. There are 20 firefighters on the force and the total cost to replace all would be $89,000.00.

Animal Control Facility Expansion 7:24:06 PM 
Larry Bellamy requested funds to improve the Animal Control Facility. On an average, there are 18-24 dogs in the facility which only has 10 kennels. There is limited storage and no office area or bathroom.

The project would expand the building and would house 20 new kennels. The existing building would be converted to an office/storage area with room for visitor to view the animals up for adoption. The estimated cost is $45,000.00 and the City is requesting $22,500. The balance would be funded through the City of Goldendale along with the volunteer efforts by the Friends of the D.O.G.

Klickitat Valley Health 7:28:29 PM 
MaLisa Mudgett requested funds to purchase a new ambulance. KVH provides emergency medical services for over 1,000 square miles in Klickitat County. Currently there are three ambulances, of which two being well beyond their useful life. If the hospital increased the charges to operate the ambulance, the majority of the responses are Medicare and Medicaid which pays on a fee schedule therefore no additional reimbursement could be received. The estimated cost of a new fully equipped ambulance is $150,000.00.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Police Department – Lieutenant, Reggie Bartkowski reported an ad will be in The Goldendale Sentinel for reserves applications. Klickitat County will also be advertising in that time period. EVOC training was last weekend and all the officers passed and received their certification. The Donald Babcock case was explained and the Council was informed that the case had a change of venue to Clark County. 

Reggie also reported back to Council on a camera/security system for the parks. A camera you can use for a conviction needs to have good night photo quality, and weather protection. The quote received is for $6,000.00 per camera. Council Member Steve Johnston questioned the availability of the restrooms at WWII Park. Public Works Director Keith Grundei informed it has been open all year 24 hours a day. After much discussion it was recommended to lock the door at night. Lighting in the park was also discussed. Lori Anderson said you would not believe what goes on there at night and suggested lighting to be put throughout the park. Julie Vance mentioned problems she has living by Ekone Park when the gates don’t get locked. She has called the police several times but by the time they respond 30 minutes later they are gone. It was then recommended to be more diligent about locking the park.

Public Works - Public Works Director, Keith Grundei has plans advertise for a request for qualifications for engineering services. This would be a one time all purpose request to cover all of 2010 projects.

Jim Smith Excavating is done installing and connecting all the pipes and will start paving weather permitting.
