Police Department – Public Safety Director, Rick Johnson gave a recap of 2009. Statistics prove that the Goldendale Police Department has the best response time in the County. The case of the person in jail that tried to hire a hit man to take out a victims parents and a police officer will be going to trial in March. Goldendale is one of the few left that still has the DARE program. There are about 80 kids involved this year. The policy manual is being re-written this year towards the accreditation standards which will make us a credited agency. This will benefit the department with insurance, and law suits as we will be functioning as the best practices of the law enforcement community.
