PRESENTATIONS
Census Bureau
Isaias Garcia reported the Census Bureau is in charge of getting the decennial count every ten years and has been doing this since 1790. He explained the importance of the census. Each person that is missed costs the community $1,400.00 per person for the next ten years. There is also Title 1 money for the School Districts so the actual figure can go up. The information collected is confidential and he would like the City to help in the outreach and awareness of the process in any way possible.
Healthy People Alliance
Lorraine Fritsch was the first of three to speak to the Council. The Alliance was started because of a grant the Klickitat Health Department received from the National Association of City and County Health Officials. The mission of the Alliance is to prevent and reduce chronic disease among Klickitat County residents primarily by promoting health choices.
Larry Gourley spoke on chronic disease. He wanted everyone to remember, if nothing else, this one thing. The young people today are going to have a lower life expectancy than their parents. This is not only due to healthy choices, but is also tied to the distribution of resources such as income, employment, and education levels.

Jim Daniel reported there is a four film series in the month of March which depicts different kinds of health care issues. He encouraged the City to construct walking trails with mileage signs and to have a wellness program. Jim also suggested the City, County, PUD, and the Hospital get together and see if they can combine to get a better deal on health insurance.
Larry Bellamy commented that the City does have a map of walking loops around town. There are six different loops that show the mileage of each loop. He also stated that the City is already involved in a wellness program.
Leandra Kessinger, Recruiting Assistant for the Census Bureau spoke on her job in Klickitat County. She does the recruiting and testing for people to get hired to help in the census process. She is working on the East end of the County and the goal is to have 187 people tested and her current number is 84 which is 47% of her goal. The middle of the County is at 33% and the West end is at 66%.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Public Safety Director, Rick Johnson reported that Fire Chief Assistant, John Halm has retired to take a full time job with the Klickitat County Rural 7 Fire Department. Our new Assistant Chief is Chris Randall.

The Police Department had a busy weekend. There were three assaults and an overdose with other issues. The shoplifting has increased at the grocery stores probably due to the economy. Chris and Timber are getting their final certification for drug work today. If everything goes as planned, Chico will be retiring at the next Council Meeting. 
The phones went down today at 1:00. The technician was just here and got them working. He suggested get a new system as soon as possible as if they go out again he couldn’t guarantee he could get them working again.

COUNCIL BUSINESS
Feasibility Study Agreement with Financial Consulting Solutions Group Inc.
City Administrator, Larry Bellamy explained that he, the Mayor, and Denny Newell reviewed the statements for qualifications and recommended negotiating a feasibility study agreement with Financial Consulting Solutions Group, Inc.
Todd Chase, Project Manager explained the process involved in the incubator feasibility study and what it takes to make it a success. Council Member Len Crawford requested a change be made on page 3, section 9, second paragraph, regarding information received from other sources. Council Member Gary Hoctor also requested on the same page, section 8 to re-word the use of the documentation obtained during their research.
A motion by Council Member Gary Hoctor, seconded by Council Member Mike Montanye, to authorize the Mayor to execute the contract with the Financial Consulting Solutions Group, Inc. to conduct the incubator feasibility study in an amount not to exceed $40,000.00 with word changes to the contract just discussed.
