Update on APA Planning Project

Police Department - Public Safety Director, Rick Johnson reported they have had a lot of graffiti in the alley from W Main all the way to E Main, and also on W Court. Public Works - Public Works Director, Keith Grundei reported the contractor on the East Central Neighborhood Project has started work this week. Trees have been pulled and manholes set out for the storm drains. Jim Smith Excavating is planning on the 1st of April to complete the Water Line Project. Prior to tonight’s meeting the Traffic Safety Committee met regarding placements of no parking signs. Due to the width of the streets the committee is recommending that no parking signs be placed on the South side of West Allyn in the 200 and 300 blocks, and also in the 300 block of West Court. It was also recommended that a no parking from here to corner be place 30 feet north from the parking lot entrance behind the Goldendale Dental Center. Council agreed to the recommendations.

Public Safety Director, Rick Johnson requested that if parking related signs are needed in other areas they be able to place them, and then report to the Council, eliminating the need of meetings prior to doing so. Council agreed to this request.
