PRESENTATIONS
PUD Update – General Manager, Jim Smith explained issues with the electricity market and the different things the PUD is doing to offset Bonneville Power rate increases. Ron Ihrig spoke about the projects they have been working on for the past couple of years. It involves taking Satus Pass off of the North Town feed to eliminate power failure during the heavy loads. They are also working with Bonneville Power to get a loop feed to Goldendale so that if power goes down we have an alternate feed.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Police Department – Public Safety Director, Rick Johnson reported that he and Reggie went to a community meeting in Wishram. Citizens were given ideas on what they could do to help with the drug situation in their area. There was another drug bust last week involving marijuana and as it turned out this was a bigger dealer than anticipated. Because of the emphasis on drugs in town, it is believed that 4 people have moved out of town because they knew they were next.

The phones at the Fire Department are up and running now and by next week the voice messaging system will be in place. The burn ban is on as of June first.

Public Works – Public Works Director, Keith Grundei reported that all the water lines are in the ground and they are now prepping areas for patching. Most of the underground work is done on the street project. Due to the weather, there has been a slow down on sidewalk construction.

COUNCIL BUSINESS
Professional Service Agreement Amendment #2/East Central Neighborhood Project & Professional Service Agreement Amendment #1/East Side Streets – Public Works Director, Keith Grundei explained the numbers he analyzed from the fee request. Pioneer Engineering, Frank Childs explained that on the water project there will be about twenty to thirty thousand dollars left that wasn’t needed for design and inspection. The design phase of the ECNP went smooth but as soon as construction started we realized there would be more complications in this project. Frank took credit for not requesting 15% to begin with which would have been more than needed.

It was moved by Council Member Mike Montanye, seconded by Council Member Steve Johnston, to authorize the Mayor to execute amendment #2 for professional services on the East Central Neighborhood Project in an amount not to exceed $38,736.00, and amendment #1 for professional services on the East Side Street Project in an amount not to exceed $36,400.00.

Council Member, Joe Abbott inquired if there is money available for this in the project. Larry Bellamy explained how the Budget Committee addressed this issue to finance the expense.
