Ryan Lenoir, Capybara Permit – City Administrator, Larry Bellamy and Finance/Administration Assistant II, Sandy Wells presented information on the research Sandy has done on the Capybara. Larry then explained what ordinances they looked at that might apply in this situation. WA State Department of Agriculture requires that it comes from a licensed breeder, certification by a veterinarian, import permit, and the animal must be tattooed or tagged. The Department of Fish and Wildlife requires that the capybara must stay on his property only. It can’t go into any streams or waters. 
Ryan Lenoir explained why he wants this particular animal. The capybara is a non meat eater so it would not have the tendency to chance. They can be leash trained so he intends to walk this animal to get him out more and walking more. 
After some discussion, Rick Johnson questioned Sandy as to what she said about the animal being off of his property. She replied that Fish and Wildlife said it would be illegal for him to take the animal off of his property. The reasoning for this is that it is an aquatic animal, and if it did get loose it would immediately go to a stream because they want to find water.
Dennis Carver, owner of a duplex next to Ryan spoke of his concerns of having this animal in the apartment complex. He doesn’t want the animal in the area as it might compromise his ability to rent or sell the property. 
Larry Bellamy mentioned the Ordinance Committee just met a week ago and the animal ordinance is on going need that needs addressed. He also said he got the impression that Ryan didn’t realize the Department of Fish and Wildlife only allows the animal of this kind to be on his own property. Ryan agreed and said it does defeat his purpose and for this reason didn’t see any purpose for all of us to come together and vote.
Joe Abbott made a motion to send agenda bill G3 to the Ordinance Committee for an exotic animal ordinance to list not only this animal but other exotic animals. With no second the motion died.
It was moved by Council Member Steve Johnston, seconded by Council Member Mike Montanye, to deny the application for a permit to have this animal in the City Limits.
