DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Police/Fire Department – Public Safety Director, Rick Johnson reported the jury for the Babcock trial was selected today and the trial will start tomorrow in Clark County.

The Police Department currently has 250 more cases than the same time last year and over all 500 less than the County. In perspective, on average each City Officer has handled 255 cases verses 152 cases per officer for the County.

Rick also reported that Community Days went well but had a couple of suggestions for next year.

Marty Hudson reported there have been 35 responses this year compared to 50 at this same time. There were 3 engines and a hazmat vehicle in the Community Days Parade. They also did security for the dance in front of the Court House.

Public Works – Public Works Director, Keith Grundei reported the street project is progressing. One of the public works employees was injured last week while on a four wheeler up at the watersheds. He is in a brace and waiting for an MRI.
