REPORT OF OFFICERS AND CITY ADMINISTRATOR
Council Member Steve Johnston reported of another dead pine tree on Post Street. There is also a couple up by Hoodview Place said Council Member Len Crawford.
City Administrator, Larry Bellamy reported notices were sent to nineteen individuals informing them of the new parking regulations and that they were not in compliance. Seventeen of them complied in the period of time they were given. Regarding the two that did not comply, The Police Department issued tickets that indicated the vehicle would be towed within 24 hours. The vehicles were not moved so they were towed away. There will be another twenty one notices sent out this week.
It was then reported that the Ordinance Committee discussed the issue of parking in the planting strip and after reviewing the GMC 10.16 decided it clearly states that no person shall park, stand or stop a vehicle on a sidewalk or street planting strip. Therefore the recommendation is to continue enforcing the parking ordinance as it is written. 
Larry then reported on the Animal Control Shelter and the need for improvements. Due to a reduction in estimated property tax revenues the budget to improve the shelter was reduced to $5,000.00. Another situation that needs to be addressed is the planning process. It was discovered there was a conditional use approved by Klickitat County which would allow kennels in zone GR-5 when the property was located in the County. In 2000 the property was annexed to the City and the zoning was changed to SR, but this zone doesn’t have a conditional use for kennels. The best course of action is to go through the planning process which would allow everyone to be involved the discussion regarding animal control facilities.
Council Member Steve Johnston asked what source of funds is used for maintaining the facility. Larry stated it comes out of the Current Expense Fund and half of that budget comes from the interlocal agreements with the City of Bingen and Klickitat County. Council Member Len Crawford stated that the County has an obligation and should contribute for improvements. It was asked if grants are available. Rick stated that pass through grants are available from 501(C)(3)’s. The Dogs of the Gorge received their 501(C)(3) in April so we can start submitting for those grants.
Mayor, Arletta Parton suggested it might be a good idea to have “Dogs of the Gorge”, Department Heads, and Council go to the County Commissioner Meeting and ask for help in funding the facility.

Lisa Mabry, Dogs of the Gorge, stated that we have received donations of dog food that has filled the shed to help with the recent 48 dogs that were seized, we also received a donation from Doberman Rescue of $2,500.00 to spay and neuter all of the Dobermans. This is all due to the media attention Goldendale is getting. This would be a good time to do as the Mayor suggested and go to the County. She feels the group has save the County a lot of money by utilizing the volunteers and they should contribute to the shelter. Lisa then said the group she has, has been wonderful and she wanted to thank them publicly.

Kathy Dressel inquired if kennels, such as where these dogs came from, are required to have a license. Rick said the County does not require any and the City is currently working on their animal ordinance to put a maximum number of dogs allowed without a kennel license.
