DEPARTMENT REPORTS
7:02:15 PM 

Police Department – Lieutenant, Reggie Bartkowski reported the new vehicle is 10 to 14 days from being delivered. He then stated that on September 11th there was a house fire at 216 W Sentinel. When the officers arrived the flames were 20 to 30 feet high.

Public Works – Public Works Director, Keith Grundei explained Change Orders 1 – 4 from the East Central Neighborhood Project. Over all, the new contract total is 1% over the original contract amount and Keith requested concurrence on the acceptance of change order 3 and 4. The Council concurred. 
Keith then reported that Frank Berry had an accident on a four wheeler at the watershed. He will be having surgery on September 27th and it will be 6 months before he will be back to work.

Recommendation from the Ordinance Committee on Changes to the Parking Regulations – City Administrator, Larry Bellamy reported that the Ordinance Committee met on September 13th to further discuss regulations regarding parking in the planting strips. He presented the recommendation of the Ordinance Committee.

Tom Lieurance thanked the Council for considering this issue again. He stated he read the proposed changes and asked what height the curb should be and what is considered an approved curb cut. Larry explained when initially constructed the curb height is 6 inches. As roads have been paved over several times the curb has gotten shorter. Tom then again offered to help if needed.

Terry Luth presented pictures of alley ways that are not in compliance with the current ordinance. He feels if the City wants him to be in compliance, they should clean their own house first.

Mayor Parton said that is something we will have to check out and clean our own house.

Larry asked Council what direction they want to go. Steve Johnston said he would like to proceed forward but there is some tweaking that still needs to be done. 

Keith stated there is still an issue to be resolve and that is the curb height. A new curb cut is ½ inch or less to the pavement. The City has many curbs that are less than the standard 6 inches. He feels the Ordinance Committee should try to determine an acceptable height that exceeds ½ inch that can be driven over without having to alter the curb.
Council determined the Ordinance Committee should meet again. The meeting was set for September 27th at 6:00.

ORDINANCES
First Reading USRD Water/Sewer and Refunding Revenue Bond 2010 – Larry Bellamy stated, at the last Council Meeting he mentioned that we were going to pursue finalizing the long term financing for the 2009 Water Project. He recommended approving the ordinance for its first reading.

It was moved by Council Member Gary Hoctor, seconded by Council Member Mike Montanye, to approve the first reading for a Water Sewer Improvement and Refunding Revenue Bond for 2010 in the amount of $3,076,000.00.

REPORT OF OFFICERS AND CITY ADMINISTRATOR
Council Member Mike Montanye had a complaint from a landowner about trucks parking on Railroad with their engines running all night and wanted to know if there is an ordinance against that. Larry stated there is not an ordinance preventing parking but there is a noise ordinance. Reggie stated they would have a hard time enforcing just an engine running the way the ordinance is currently written. Mayor Parton stated that she has moved to that area and there was a truck parked there for 3 days with the refrigerator unit running all night. Reggie said that would be something that would fall under our ordinance and the police need to be notified in that situation.

Mike then asked what is being done about a certain homeowner who has not cleaned their place. Reggie stated he spoke to this individual and was shown what the plans are that would allow the vehicles in front to be moved behind the fence.
Council Member Len Crawford asked what is going on with the dirt piling up across from the mint plant. Larry has spoke with the owner and the rock supplier and suggested they need to take care of this. The owner was informed it is ultimately his responsibility and we have been promised that it will be done before we get snow.
Council Member Clint Baze reported the log truck is still parking on the right of way on Grant St between Darland and Brooks.
Council Member Steve Johnston requested that the Council get regular updates on the properties that have been sent code enforcement letters.

Council Member Joe Abbott stated there are properties in town that he manages and he has had trouble getting the tenants to cleaning up. With Andy’s help in getting notices out, he has been able to serve four eviction notices and they are moving.
City Administrator, Larry Bellamy presented the financial statements for August. The Department Heads will be meeting next Monday to discuss the 2011 budget. The first draft is due to Council on October 1, 2010. Keith and Larry have met with the volunteers for the animal control shelter and we have a plot plan that will be presented at the next Council Meeting.
Council Member Mike Montanye requested quarterly reports from Andy on the building permits, how many and what the value was.
