Changes to the Community Development Grant Program and Radio Project – Mike Canon explained the changes taken by the Klickitat County Public Economic Development Authority (EDA Board). Their direction has changed from community development projects to public safety grants. He then presented a list of the history of the EDA Grants that shows what each community has requested over the past 10 years. After the 2011 process grants will only have $50,000.00 per year for the EDA Board to give out to the communities which will go toward critical need requests.

Steve Brown introduced himself and Jim Keightley as the ones hired by the county to manage the radio project to up grade from wide band to narrow band communication. Q Global Company and Adcom were hired to study emergency management and the radio issues. Adcom recommended developing a four frequency plan for the county and that they also develop a Department of Emergency Management. Since 2006 the Emergency Management has used Homeland Security money to purchase and install radio equipment in existing towers and other places to upgrade those systems so they could be narrow band able. He then continues to explain how they are working with other agencies to keep the costs down the plan to complete the project.

Police/Fire Department – Public Safety Director, Rick Johnson reported that most of the Fire Department equipment is narrow band capable. They could use a couple more portables but they are in good shape. He went on to say that two trucks have been located that fit the Fire Department needs. They are 1988 models and the asking price is $30,000.00 each. Someone will be going to look at them in the near future.
Recent crimes included four vehicle windows busted out throughout town and the middle school north entrance door was also hit. It is believed that BB guns are the culprit. He also reported that the new police vehicle finally arrived today.
