DEPARTMENT REPORTS 7:10:41 PM 

Reggie Bartkowski reported the reserve academy is scheduled to begin on March 1st. There are currently 5 people that have passed the background check that will be attending. The sheriff’s office is providing ½ the instructors and the city the other ½ in hopes of keeping the overtime down. 

He then reported that everything has been moved and in place at the new building. They have been operating from there for a little over a week. The department also received the traffic safety grant which provided one radar and one FST. All the vehicles now have the new radars and FST’s.

COUNCIL BUSINESS 7:19:54 PM 

Larry Bellamy went over the Animal Control Ordinance explaining the changes the ordinance committee made. Some of the main changes included the limit of animals at a place of residence, responsibility for the removal of any excreta, and handling of barking dogs. It will no longer be allowed to have swine, poultry, or livestock in the city limits and horses will be allowed with restrictions. Outdoor feeding was discussed to eliminate wild cats. Council also wants the ordinance to be clear to not feed the deer.

REPORT OF OFFICERS AND CITY ADMINISTRATOR 7:55:14 PM 

Steve Johnston stated that we are not pushing hard enough on cleaning up our city. We have good language in the ordinance but the weakness is that it is not being enforced. He then mentioned two places he has turned in before and they are still a problem. These are the instances where they are pushing us; they are trying our patience, so let’s lean on them. We’ve got the ordinance lets enforce it. 

Larry Bellamy explained Andy, Sandy, and himself have driven around town and identified problems areas. Letters have been sent informing people of parking violations, giving them 10 days to comply. After the ten days, the police will follow up and tag those vehicles. We are trying to educate people through the paper, and through a friendly letters highlighting the violation, asking to please comply. In March, letters will be sent to owners of large lots encouraging them to get their maintenance plan together to keep the weeds mowed.

Steve stated his main focus in on the parking and garbage. Reggie said that Rick and he have talked about this and thought it might be a good idea to split up the town into sections and assigning each officer to his own section. When we get a complaint we can give it to that officer, give them 48 hours to get it red tagged, talked to etc. The problem is they will move vehicles on their property making it a nuisance issue which is then given to Andy.


Mike Montanye stated that we will not get this town cleaned up until we pass an ordinance requiring mandatory garbage collection. If you have a water meter you should have mandatory garbage collection.

Mable Eaton stated that it is time to get started on this, and agreed that we need mandatory garbage. 

An ordinance committee meeting has been scheduled for February 14th.

PUBLIC COMMENT 8:21:55 PM 

Judy Waldal, 520 W Allyn St stated she would like to see the ordinance changed for the RV’s to be 25 ft off the curb. She then asked for permission from the city council to plant trees on the city property on Klickitat and Railroad. She is hopeful that this could be the start for a park on the west side of town. Keith will meet with Judy at the site and report back to the council at the next meeting.
