Larry Bellamy presented the second inter-local agreement with Klickitat County for Communications/Dispatch Services. The change on this contract is that the percentage is based upon the total cost of running the 911 center less the amounts that are received from the 911 excise tax. That leaves a net amount that needs to be recovered from other sources. They determine the amount of incidents and use a formula to come up with the amount that would be 100% of the cost. Our agreement says in the first year we will be charged 25% of the 100%, second year 35%, and the third year 50%. Rick Johnson stated that 50% is industry standard.

It was moved by Council Member Gary Hoctor, seconded by Council Member Mike Montanye, to authorize the Mayor to e execute the inter-local agreement with the Klickitat County Sheriff’s office for Dispatch Services.
