PRESENTATIONS

Lori Anderson representing the Klickitat County Healthy People Alliance stated they have received a National Park Service Trail Planning Grant. The grant requires surveying the community, and encourages the alliance to form partnerships. They have formed several partnerships already and she is here tonight to ask the city to join in.  In the information Lori provided is a copy of a draft survey and she encouraged the council to give their input. They are planning on having the survey ready in May. They will be available at the Health Fair, swimming pool, and hopefully at City Hall. Once the survey is completed it will help the alliance, city, and recreation district to be eligible for grants. Since this is a federal grant an updated Comprehensive Park Plan is needed. Larry Bellamy asked if they can achieve handicap accessibility with a hard graveled surface.
Darrell Watson representing the Goldendale Ministerial Association on Healthy People Alliance stated that he had worked in trail design and maintenance for the Federal Forest Service. He will be helping the Health People Alliance with the quality of trail needed for handicap access. There are several was to achieve handicap availability and one of them is with a compacted gravel surface. He then explained that his role in the partnership is to do the footwork and background work to prepare and present to the council an updated Comprehensive Park Plan. 
Klickitat County Sheriff, Rick McComas informed the council of the plans to host the statewide 2012 Washington State Search and Rescue Conference. It will be held at the Klickitat County Fairgrounds May 14th through the 20th. This will be the first time Klickitat County has ever hosted this event. Normally the conference is for search and rescue members only, but 2012 will be different. The plans include K-9 demonstrations, and aerial displays which may include aircraft from the military.
DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Keith Grundei gave a report on the Water/Sewer Assessment Management. He first explained what he did to figure out what our water department is worth. If we had to replace the water department today it would cost almost $24,000,000. In explaining the spreadsheet he said we have a total equity of almost $8,400,000 which means each ERU is worth $5,600. The importance of this is, currently we charge $2,000 for the connection fee. He is not advocating that we raise our connection fees but just wanted to show that our customers are getting a good deal right now.
He then explained the sewer department in the same way as the water. To replace the sewer department today would cost $14,100.000. The total equity is $6,700.000 with ERU being worth $4,474. Again the current connection fee is $2,000. Keith explained that using the same system he used to develop the water rates, he used for the sewer fund. He started with 2010 up to 2015 projecting the rates. The flow of funds spreadsheet shows that in 2011 the department is going to spend more money than will be collected. Next year also show a deficit so Keith advocates that much like the water department a short lived asset fund should be started. This fund would be used in case a grinder pump or other expensive equipment fails. In 2013 the estimated amount for the sewer project will cost around $1,000,000 and the projected cost is $40,000 per year over a long period of time. Bottom line is by 2015 we will be in the negative net balance. Keith suggested starting in the year 2012; we put in a 1 ½ percent inflationary cost increase in the sewer fund. This should bring our net balance in 2015 up to plus $31,000.

Larry Bellamy present the second try at the first reading of the Animal Control Ordinance. Several comments were received at a previous meeting and the council referred the ordinance back to the committee for review. Several people came to the Ordinance Committee meeting and gave important input into revising the new ordinance. Some of the changes suggested were, not to limit the number of dogs but instead to base it by the weight of the animal to the available fenced area. The limit of time a dog could be barking was shortened to 5 minutes instead of 10 before an action can be taken. Also the restrictions on horses were changed to focus more on how well the animals are taken care of.
Don Beierle is still concerned about the amount of dogs a residence will be allowed to have. He believes there should be a limit of two dogs and sees a problem with the weight of the dogs. Who is going to weigh them? What if they are puppies? They will grow and need more room. He also believes that one person calling on a barking dog should be sufficient.

Julie Vance had a concern on building in the flood plain which is where her property is. The council stated there will be a variance allowed for building of shelter for her animals.
