Klickitat County Jail Services Extension Agreement
Larry Bellamy:  Klickitat County Jail has requested that their jail contract services be amended.  Just recently the Klickitat County Sheriff’s Office submitted a new proposal to the city for Jail services.  We have not had enough time to evaluate their proposed amendment to the contract. The Chief has entered into one meeting with Klickitat County Jail Staff to discuss negotiations about the amendment to the contract.  Because it came so late in the process we haven’t had enough time to go over the negotiations or discuss it with the council.  We felt the most appropriate thing to do is to extend the existing contract.  Everything will be the same for an additional 3 months (though March 31, 2012) or until a new contract is approved and signed.  Len Crawford:  Did they say why they are so late getting into this? Chief Johnson:  According to them they have been going through the numbers trying to figure out how to raise their rates. They didn’t have their budget set until the end.  Now they are trying to make the Jail fit into the current budget that they were given.  Based on what was proposed, it would be a significant increase in our cost.

Agreement with the Chamber on Tourism

7:10:33 PM 

Larry Bellamy:  The Budget Committee has worked on this revised agreement several times.  We did meet with the Greater Goldendale Chamber of Commerce representatives and had a very good meeting.  At the end we agreed upon certain language changes to the existing agreement.  We changed the term of the agreement to a one year agreement with an Automatic renewal clause.  Last year it was a two year agreement.  It reads that the agreement is for 2012 and it will automatic renew for one consecutive year each unless the City of Goldendale or the Chamber gives written notice of its desire to terminate or renegotiate no later than 90 days of the end of the term.  On page number six.  We changed the language in paragraph 15.  It requires them to address the council and provide a quarterly update of their activities.  That would include services they are providing, statistics on visitor information, and expenditures for events and festivals.  We are asking that they report this to the council.  On page 7 the scope of work was changed to talk about 3 different areas.  We understand a portion of the work will go to run the visitor information center.   It would include staff  time to operate center, providing brochures, and responding to questions from people want to move or visit this area. The second item was managing overall events and planning festivals.  On page 8 was the last change.  We use to give the chamber $55,000 a year and now it will be $35,000 a year.  The revenue is down from Hotel and Motel tax and that is the reason for the decrease.  The method of payment is a little bit different.  We need to make sure the invoices include support for the expenses that they intend to pay with the money that we are giving to them.  We are required by the RCW to spend the money for certain purposes, so we need to back up the request being made to the city that they have spent the money for advertising, operating an event or what ever the purpose is.  We just need to have that support for the auditors on where the money is going.   That is the summary of all the changes. The current agreement we have expires at the end of this year.

Utility tax is right where it needs to be.  Fines and penalties are looking good as well.  The City streets and motor vehicle Excise Tax is about 10% behind expectations and continues to be behind.  Hotel Motel tax is less than anticipated.  The water and sewer revenues look good.  As far as the expenditure side off the equation, all of the primary departments are spending at their appropriate levels.  All of the numbers need to be kept below 100%.  The numbers are looking good.  We will have some expenditure that will be paid in 2012 for 2011.  All invoices dated 2011 will be need to be paid in January 2012.
