The Mayor needs to be skilled in employment practice liability, but may also use WCIA and/or the city attorney for advice. The Councils issues are primarily land use, so become familiar with land use law. You have to understand conflicts of interest, quazi judicial, and appearance of fairness in Goldendale.
