PUBLIC HEARING
Larry stated that this is a required public hearing prior to the application being submitted. He then summarized the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program handout materials. The city will be applying for the General Purpose Grants. We are an eligible city because we are less than 50,000, and we have a low to moderate income (LMI) level of more than fifty one percent. The package for the grant will be similar to the East Side Neighborhood Improvement Project.
Larry then explained that for the survey, 200 responses needed to be obtained out of the 321 households. That requirement was met and the LMI residents were calculated at 70.9% and the LMI households were calculated at 68%.

Based on a budget financial analysis it was recommended that the amount of increased debt be limited. This is based upon the total evaluation of the community. Our remaining general purpose debt is $1,454,546. The current debt for the city is a GO Bond for the North Columbus Project. That is a 15 year annual debt service in the amount of $40,000. A PWTF Loan in the amount of $55,000 per year, and an other GO Bond in the amount of $90,000 per year. This analysis led to recommendation that a $2 million project is possible.

The money will come from a $1,000,000 grant, with a match of $1,000,000. The match will come from $250,000 in city funds, and $750,000 loan from Rural Development or PWTF. The annual debt service will be between $35-45,000.
Keith explained based on past bids we got an idea of how many feet can be done for the $2,000,000. Then the water/sewer, and streets situation was evaluated. Water and sewer were about the same where ever you looked. In 2007, TIB rated the city streets and the area we chose has the most street work that needs to be done.

Larry brought up another point in that we found out Brooks St is eligible for TIB funding. So it is possible that if we are able to get an award from the TIB it could be used in this project.
With no comment from the audience the hearing was closed.
