Six Year Transportation Improvement Program

Keith reviewed the list for the improvement program which included:

1. East Collins Dr from Roosevelt St to Allison Way (currently under bid)

2. Railroad Ave from Klickitat St to Darland St (seal coat will be done in August)

3. Columbus Ave from Broadway Ave to Simcoe Dr

4. West Brooks St from Columbus Ave to Klickitat St

5. Roosevelt St from Broadway Ave to Simcoe Dr

6. Simcoe Dr from Sr 97 to Columbus Ave

7. Third St Extension from Columbus Ave to Third St

8. Mill St from Broadway Ave to City Limits

9. Third St/King St from Broadway Ave to Broadway Ave

10. West Side Neighborhood Improvement Project, Phase II from South side Broadway Ave to South side Darland St

He then asked council for comments or changes they might want. Gary would like to make a change to (priority number 3) Columbus Ave. He wants to extend the southerly limit from Simcoe Dr out to the south city limits. Council concurred to the changes in the plans.

Capital Facility Plan Discussion

REPORT OF OFFICERS AND CITY ADMINISTRATOR
Mindy reported there is a community meeting this Thursday.

Andy stated he recommends reading the book on tourism.

Len stated the some things surfaced during the Budget Committee meeting regarding the Fire Department. We have 22 volunteers that our community is relying upon and he suggested that city council do something special for them to show how grateful we are for what they do. Mindy stated that we should do something during Fire Prevention Month to promote our firefighters. 

Steve stated that one of the chapters in the book on tourism pertains to signage. In his travels he has noticed how important signage is to people who don’t know their way around.

Larry reported the Board of Adjustments approved the request from the Goldendale Bible Baptist Church to change the use of the bowling ally to a church. 

There are a couple of projects for which we have funding applications submitted. It appears we are on the funding list with the Washington State Department of Health, unofficially, to replace the lower reservoir. The project would start with a facility plan and proceed to design and construction. We have been notified by the Public Works Trust Fund and DOE that we are on their funding lists, unofficially, for the Little Klickitat River Project. This project will replace the sewer on both sides of the river. This will also include replacing the Mill St lift station. The Community Center Planning-Only Project application is moving forward.

The Farmers Market begins this Saturday and the Search and Rescue Conference will start gearing up next Monday. 

At the last Budget Committee meeting they discussed leasing of the back portion of City Hall. They still needed more information and Larry asked if they could meet after tonight’s meeting to discuss his findings.

Public Comment

Terry Luth asked if anything has happened with regards to Republic and the possibility of changing the recycling program. Larry stated that they have not scheduled that meeting yet. We were trying to get Bingen and White Salmon involved but they have not responded. We are now planning to set up a meeting with Gary Thorton. 

Tom Ireland reported on the first quarter for the Chamber of Commerce. The Home and Garden Show was a success. We had a good show with plenty of vendors and good weather. The hope for next year is to increase the food vendors, entertainment, and have more, smaller workshops throughout the event. We tracked the amount of attendance, which was 2,410, by asking where they came from. At the SAR Conference packets will be given to everyone registered and our booth will also be there. 

The Mayor stated that he did not see where the City of Goldendale was mentioned as a sponsor for the Home and Garden Show. Tom said that was an oversight on their part.
