PUBLIC HEARING
Mayor Baze opened the public hearing on the Six-Year Street Transportation Improvement Plan.

Marty Dixon Chairman of the Klickitat County Park and Recreation District (KCPRD) spoke of the concerns the Rec District has on extending Third Street. They feel that a street going through the parking lot would be dangerous for the children as there would be more traffic.
Teresa Babler, KCPRD stated her concern is that the traffic will consist mostly of teenagers who don’t care how fast they drive.
Mayor Baze replied that is why we have a Police Department. He also stated that the community should be excited. This project would tie all the recreational areas together.

Jay stated that they are aware of the speeding problems in town and they are actively writing tickets. The radar trailer is used to bring attention to the people of their speed.

Ray LaFond stated that we have a solution that is looking for a problem and he thinks it is a bad idea.

Ken McKune stated that he doesn’t like the idea of going through the park either. He feels there is enough traffic around him already and he doesn’t want it in back of him too.
John Kusky stated that on the planning of the Brooks St project there is a safety issue with Rural 7 Fire Department. He feels there needs to be some emergency traffic control lights on Brooks and S Columbus so traffic can be stopped to let the fire trucks enter freely onto S Columbus.

Mayor Baze stated that right now Third St is not considered to be a high impact traffic street and this is why we have not been able to get funding to fix the street. By adding Third St Extension to the project we would be worthy of receiving grants to fix the existing street.
Ray said in that case he is against improving Third Street.

Len stated that if he understands this, by approving the plan doesn’t mean that everything in the plan will be funded. Larry said he is correct.
Lori Anderson stated that what would have helped is if the city would have talked to the park and rec first. They found out about it by reading the newspaper.

It was moved by Council Member Gary Hoctor, seconded by Council Member Steve Johnston, to accept Resolution No. 582 adopting the 2012-2017 six-year street plan and revisit the Third Street extension.
Lucille stated that as long has you revisit the Third Street plan, because I’m not in favor of it going through the park, I will go along because I’m in favor of the Transportation Plan for all the other streets.
Keith informed council that they don’t have to accept the plan as is. They can strike an item and come back two weeks from now with that item missing.
