DEPARTMENT REPORT
Rick reported that at the WASPC conference, one of the top discussions was the mandate proposed to the Legislature to require police officers to have gun safes. They voted down the funding to provide gun safes to police officers. Since this would be an unfunded mandate he suggested that we add it to our budget for next year. 

Keith reported that one of our wastewater treatment personnel had a heart attack on Saturday. Our permit requires that we have a level two operator and he is the only level two certified operator we have. Clint, Larry and I meet with a couple of the PUD members and we will be sharing one of their employees a period of time.

Connie reported that the Annual Report is finished. It was quite a whirlwind.

Larry stated it was a brand new program and filing system with the state. It took a little extra time to learn how to enter all the information onto the state web site. Larry went on to say that he and Connie have been working on consolidating the revenue report. The report was about 17 pages and is now 8 pages long and much easier to read. Larry then gave the financial report to the council.

Larry also reported that we were not awarded the grant through CDBG for the West Columbus Neighborhood Improvement Project. We will continue to work and submit the preliminary engineering report for the US Rural Development for matching funds. The application for the second matching funds has been submitted to the Public Works Board. We have received notice from the Department of Ecology and the Public Works Trust Fund that the two of them will fund a portion of the Little Klickitat River Sewer Collection System Project. An application was submitted through the Drinking Water State Revolving Fund for the lower reservoir replacement project. The money will be used first to fund the facility plan portion of the project.

The Economic Development Committee is scheduled for Thursday, June 14th.
