REPORT OF OFFICERS AND CITY ADMINISTRATOR
Guy stated that the GMA has their flyer out for the 15th Annual Show N Shine happening during Community Days.

Lucille reported that the Bluegrass Festival was this weekend. The weather was ok but she thought the attendance was low due to other events going on in the Mid-Columbia area.

Larry stated that the Festival of Speed begins next week and they will be staying in Ekone Park. The Demolition Derby will be on July 4th followed by Community Days over the weekend.

Last week we received notification that we were awarded 1.3 million dollars for our lower water reservoir project. This will be a 2 to 3 year process starting with a facility report. We have a facility plan for the Little Klickitat River Project. We were awarded $256,000 from the Public Works Trust Fund and we are waiting on the Department of Ecology and their award letters will be coming out in July. It does appear that we will be on that list. That will be another $2,000,000 to complete the funding package.

PUBLIC COMMENT
Chris Randall commented to council that he thinks that when there is no off street parking at a residence there should be allowances in the ordinance for those situations. 

Scott Randall voiced his concerns and opinions regarding the potential Third Street Extension project. He is a member of the Goldendale Little League, the Goldendale Fire Department and works as a project engineer at the Klickitat County Public Works Department. He is not here to represent these entities but as a private citizen of the town. He then stated that he is in favor of the proposed project. Being on the Little League he has always been concerned with the safety of the pedestrians and motorist that use North Wilbur to access the park and fields. Wilbur is the only public access road and is narrow with no shoulders or sidewalks. As a firefighter he believes if a fire were to start in the park there is a possibility of being trapped while fighting the fire. The extension would allow emergency services to be able to respond better, improve safety for pedestrians and motorist and it will tie the three recreational properties together. The lack of easy access and low lighting attracts the younger crowd. With improved access the Police would be able to patrol the park and fields more often and with ease.

Ken McKune appreciates the previous comments and they are good points but there are quit a few adjacent land owners that would want to be included in the process.
