Contract with Gray & Osborne Inc for the Design of a New Water Reservoir
Larry explained that in a past meeting the funding were approved for the Water Reservoir Replacement Project. We are receiving funding through the Public Works Trust Fund who is working for the Department of Health therefore the money is actually coming through EPA, Department of Health and being administered by the Public Works Trust Fund. Gray & Osborne is going to analyze four different locations as to the best elevation and configuration for the lower reservoir. They will also be doing the geotechnical and environmental work. After the site is chosen they will start the design and put together a bid package and this contract will take us through the award of the contract. It is recommended that the council authorize to execute the contract with Gray & Osborne.

It was moved by Council Member Gary Hoctor, seconded by Council Member Steve Johnston, to authorize the Mayor to execute a contract with Gray & Osborne for the design of a new water reservoir in an amount not to exceed $105,303.00 including all taxes.

Public Works Board Agreement for LKR Sewer Collection System Improvements
Larry explained that we applied for funding from two different sources. The first one is the Public Works Trust Fund and the second is the Department of Ecology. The Trust Fund is financing $256,000.00 at a rate of .5 percent. The Department of Ecology rate is 2 to 3 percent. The other advantage to the PWTF is that it will help cover the costs that are considered non-eligible by the Department of Ecology. There is some sewer side service work that needs to be done and the PWTF covers that where DOE does not. 

It was moved by Council Member Gary Hoctor, seconded by Council Member Steve Johnston, to authorize the Mayor to execute the construction loan agreement between the City of Goldendale and the Public Works Board in the amount of $256,000.00.

Update on the Trails Projects – Request for Funding
Larry stated that the first trail project is the Little Klickitat Trail Project. We have met with the Department of Ecology, Department of Fish and Wildlife and the Tribes. It was determined that the gravel trail stay above the high water mark. He then explained on the map where the trail will be located along the Little Klickitat River.

Lori Anderson stated that after we do this trail development we would like to do other improvements. The work on this trail will occur in October. She then stated that Pioneering Surveying and Engineering provided the maps and thanked them. The Healthy People Alliance was able to purchase enough gravel to do a six foot wide trail, four inches deep last September before the grant money ran out. Later we would like to have pullouts where there could be exercise stations and benches.

Larry stated the second trail is the Observatory Hill Trail Project. He then explained the different trails. There will be a 2.2 mile hiking loop, 2 mile mountain biking loop and a .7 mile walking loop with a five foot wide graveled path. There will be a kiosk at the trail head in the upper reservoir parking lot with maps and doggie bags. The Fish and Wildlife wants construction to be avoided between March 1 and August 31 because of the nesting of the Western Gray Squirrels. They also asked that there be a sign requiring pets to be kept on a leash.  The volunteer group has requested the city provide the gravel for the trail. As mentioned in the agenda bill it would cost $3,000.00 assuming we don’t get a good deal from one of the contractors. We also will have the maps done by Pioneer Surveying and Engineering for $500.00 with their survey time being donated.

Mayor Baze mentioned he has seen other trails that have marker numbers in case of an emergency. 

Len questioned if no motorize vehicles would be posted and the response was yes. There is one exception and that is a club, the Puget Sound Trialers has been using it for the past five years and we will continue to allow them in the future.

Larry informed council that there are a couple of Boy Scout groups that are looking for Eagle projects and they have notified us that they are willing to build the kiosk. Guy stated it is a good program because it doesn’t cost the city. The kids have to come up with the funds and organize the work party.

He pointed out that 3rd Street did not go all the way to the north of what is called Garden Row. In the last meeting the council over ruled its own Public Works Director when he recommended against going forward with the Third Street Project and you were dismissive to the Park and Recreation District. If this becomes an arterial the landowners who live on Garden Row would be able to apply for a commercial rezone and you could have a strip mall in the park. The reason he came tonight was to make council aware that there is a lot more to it than just putting a road down through a piece of dirt. He asked that the council direct Keith to withdraw the grant application.

He then stated that there has been crime in his neighborhood and he heard about it months afterwards. Is there is way the Chief could do a daily blog on the internet?
