REPORT OF OFFICERS AND CITY ADMINISTRATOR
7:36:28 PM 

Guy reported that the Festival of Wheels was a success. There were over 120 vehicles. There was a cruise on Friday with 35 vehicles, of which, 26 were from out of town. After the festival several people stayed another night to go to our observatory and to the Maryhill Museum for their concert. He then stated that he went to the Police Department for the first time and was very impressed with the facilities. 

7:40:30 PM 

Lucille stated that she went to the park on Sunday and the Milleran boys did a terrific job for their mom.

7:41:14 PM 

Larry gave his monthly report on the financial statements. The operative percentage is 67%. Most of the revenues are right in line except for the property tax as the second half does not come in until October. The MVET is lower than it has been in the past so we need to reduce our revenue expectations from this revenue source. The expenditures are looking good. City streets are a little high due to summer projects such as painting the streets and curbs. Sewer O&M is higher and Keith explained every five years we are required to do maintenance on the aeration basin and this was the fifth year. There are eight chains. They are 8” diameter hoses that supply air to 13 manifolds per chain that aerate the influent. During the process we found that is as been 10 years since the plant was constructed and some of the tubing was broken and had a little more than anticipated to replace. Larry reported that Crestline has released their press release that the project on East Collins will begin on September 24, 2012. We have requested a proposal from Traho Architects in Yakima to prepare the feasibility study for the Community Center. There will be a town hall meeting tomorrow night at 6:30 at the Grange Hall. The WCIA audit will be this Wednesday covering IT security and cyber liability. The Citizen Review Board will be meeting on October 11, 2012 to discuss 5 new cases. Our annual financial audit starts October 8th.

Mindy asked if there are any dates set for workshops. Larry explained the required dates are October 1st to present a proposed preliminary budget to the council and around the 1st of November we drop the proposed and make it a preliminary budget. Also in November we have to hold a public hearing on revenue sources. Then at the second meeting in November and the first in December we hold public hearings for community participation in the budget process. The final budget has to be adopted before the last day of December. Larry explained that in the past we have had budget workshops and asked if this is something the council would like to do. Mindy stated it would be a good idea, maybe a voluntary one so that those that have had the experience do need to attend. Connie will check on dates and get with the council.

PUBLIC COMMENT
7:53:42 PM 

Terry Luth stated that he is in favor of the Third Street Project. He has been in the position where if he would have had other accesses to the park a quicker response might have solved some problems. He also against turning down street lights because he believes we don’t have enough lights as it is.

7:54:35 PM 

Deanna Luth congratulated the GMA for the festival of wheels and she thought is was great. She also stated that she does not live where Third Street would be going through so her property would not be directly affected. Her understanding is the plan for the community center is to be by the pool. In that case she believes the current streets are not going to be able to handle all the traffic. If the town wants to grow and have new and better things, it includes making the streets better to accommodate what we want to put in.

Lou Marzeles wanted clarification on the Third Street Project. Is this not even on the city’s action radar other than a grant application? Is that accurate to say? Larry stated it is in the six-year street plan and was presented as an application to the council and approved to be submitted TIB and that is all we have done. Lou asked about the projected timeline for the project to conclustion. Keith explained we will be notified in November if we have been selected or not. Then in March or as late as April the state budget is approved that finances the projects. So even though you are selected, you hope the state funding is carried through. It won’t be until sometime in March, April or May in 2013 before we know if there will be any money for the project. Then from that point you go into the archeological and environmental process. If everything went smooth, the best case scenario would be that you might be constructing in 2014. Keith then stated that we are getting ahead of ourselves until we even find out if we made the selection. Lou stated that his thinking was we are talking about a situation that is truly hypothetical.

Sunny Sutton stated that it is not hypothetical because a grant was filed with the intent to follow through with the project if given the money. This was done without notifying the people that would be directly affected. Keith informed her, you were not notified because you were not being projected to have right-of-way acquired from you. We only talked to the landowners that we looked at acquiring right-of-way that would be necessary to put the road in. If and when this project moves forward there will be SEPA check lists, JARPA hydraulic permits and CORE of Engineers. All of which require public hearings, meetings and comment periods. You will have ample time to comment on any of your concerns at any number of those steps but no right-of-way would be acquired from you.
