Traho Agreement Regarding Community Center Feasibility Study:  Larry:  We received about 8 proposals for this project.  We decided to go with Traho Architect out of Yakima.  Proposed Preliminary Budget:  Larry:  This is our first crack at our budget for 2013.  It is just a proposed preliminary budget.  November 1st a preliminary budget will be prepared and then we will have to agree to a final budget by the end of December.  As the proposed preliminary budget has been presented, there is only one fund that is out of balance.  Right now we have projected that the expenditures are higher then the revenues in the current expense fund.  The other funds, City Streets, parks, water and sewer, and public works administration fund are being presented as balanced.  The general fund is the only fund that we are going to need to work on and we would like to come up with some ideas out to fill in the gaps. At the moment the gap for being out of balance is $150,000.  We need to start thinking how we are going to bring that number down to zero.  So, over the course of the next couple of months we will need to decide on how we are going to do that.  We will probably need to have a budget committee meeting to talk about ways to close the gap from $150,000 to zero.  

The revenues continue to remain stable.  They are not rising too much and not decreasing too much.  The problem is the expenditures continue to rise.  Electricity rates are going up, the personal benefits are going up, and the gas that fuels the vehicles is going up.  We need to take all these things into consideration when we are preparing the budget.

Lou Marzeles: I would like to translate the Traho Agreement so the readers can understand.  I know what the contract is but how does it fit into the overall plan for the community center?  Mayor:  Right now it is a study to determine where the best place to locate the community center and how big the building should be.  Larry: The first part of the study is to identify the needs in the community.  Does the community want it? Do they need it? What services does the community want in the community center? Where should we locate it?  Should we find an existing building or build a building?  How big does it need to be?  Can we afford to maintain the building once it’s constructed?  Lou:  Does that mean that the City is thinking seriously about a community center?  

Mayor: Yes.  Lou:  I would like to introduce Reagan.  She is new to the Sentinel.  

Larry Bellamy:  I would like to bring up one more thing, if I could.  The Tourism Committee did meet again tonight, just before this meeting.  We have made a decision, as far as the tourism committee is concerned, and they have asked me to make some changes to the contract and submit it to the Chamber.  We are going to ask them to respond within a week or so.  We should have a formal recommendation to you, the council, at our next meeting.  Guy:  How does that affect our current contract?  I thought we had a drop dead date.  Larry:  We did have a drop dead date.  We wrote them a letter saying the October 1st deadline is here and we are not going to have a renegotiation agreement done by that time.  We indicated in our letter, in accordance with the contract, that we intended to renegotiate the contract and this is your formal written notice 90 days before the end of the contract.  If for some reason we don’t renegotiate or come to an agreement on the renegotiated contract then the contract will be terminated. 

Terry Luth 216 W Allyn:  I would like an update on the recycle program and an update on updating the Airport.   Larry:  The recycle program is still in the hands of Republic.  We had a meeting with Gary Sorenson.  We talked about some recycle cans.  Republic has to have the right size and kind of truck for those recycle cans.  Gary is looking to see what is available.
