Robert Thompson, Building/Code Enforcement Officer: Building Department Report: The building permit fees for the middle of October are down 60% from 2010 and the valuations are less 50% from 2011. However we have current review plans for a new duplex in town and the completion of the 911 center. Their foundation is poured and they have change orders to do more work. Also next week I will be attending a course for the International Residential Code and taking the certification exam at the end of this month.

Code Enforcement Report: In 2010 we had 210 case open, in 2011 there were 177 cases and so far this year we have opened 161 cases. This year the element of citations was added and we have issued 20 so far. This is getting the attention of the out of town owners. Also more cases have been taken to the Citizen Review Board. There were nine cases and out of those,  three became compliant before the board met, two were given extensions, three authorized for abatement and 1 pending for legal advice.
