Preliminary Budget & Budget Message

Larry Bellamy, City Administrator: This is the presentation of the preliminary budget which was due out November 1, 2012 and was filed in council member boxes on that day. The budget message is also being presented which is just a summary of what has been going on financially for the city over the past year as well as plans for next year. When the proposed preliminary budget was presented in October we still had $150,000.00 deficit in the current expense fund. The staff met with the Budget Committee and presented several options to consider and we now have a balanced budget for all of the funds for the city. As a summary we reduced expenditure in several areas which included reduction in attorney time and jail costs for city criminal matters, changing the animal control officer position from full time to part time, reduced the parks funds by ten thousand dollars along with reducing ending cash. 

A recap for 2012: We did a lot of work on the trail systems for the Little Klickitat River and Observatory Hill. At the beginning of the year we finished the energy renovation work at the Public Works building and City Hall which as already reduced costs in utilities. 

In 2013 the Little Klickitat River Sewer Collection System will be a major project. Also the Lower Water Reservoir replacement will continue into next year.
